CDC's National Center for Injury Prevention and Control gathers data about a broad
range of intentional and unintentional injuries or what many people call 'violence'
and 'accidents.’ Injuries affect everyone. Injury isthe leading cause of death for all
Americans ages one to 34, and injury remains one of the leading causes of death,

no matter how long someone may live.

Maps and graphs in this State Injury Profile show this state's death rates from in falls,
poisoning, drowning, suffocation, fires and burns, suicide, homicide, traumatic brain
injury and injuries related to firearms. The graphics show how this state compares with
others and with mortality ratesin the United States as awhole. You will also find a
table showing the Ten Leading Causes of Death for the United States and for this state.

CDC’s National Center for Injury Prevention and Control (NCIPC) funds eight programsin
South Carolinato build the state’ s ability to keep its citizens safe.

Core Injury Programs

State I njury I ntervention and Surveillance Program

A program to develop and implement a statewide surveillance system for capturing emergency
department-based injury data. Project staff will build upon existing administrative data sets to
acquire information on crucia variables collated from CDC'’ s Data Elements for Emergency
Department Surveillance Systems (DEEDS). (South Carolina Department of Health and
Environmental Control)

Acute Care and Rehabilitation

Traumatic Brain Injury Surveillance Program

This program characterizes the risk factors, incidence, external causes, severity, and short-term
outcomes of traumatic brain injury (TBI) through population-based surveillance. These data
will be used to develop prevention programs to address both the specific causes of TBI and
populations at greatest risk. Data may also be used to improve injured persons’ access to health
care and other services needed after injury. (South Carolina Department of Health and
Environmental Control)

Applied Research for Traumatic Brain Injury Surveillance and Follow-Up Registry

A project to examine the outcomes of traumatic brain injury (TBI). Project staff will determine
the number of people who become disabled each year as aresult of TBI; identify specific
functional outcomes for TBI survivors; identify the risk factors for specific secondary conditions;
and evaluate service use and barriers to service. They will also evaluate the public health impact
and societal costs of TBI. (University of South Carolina)

Intentional Injury

Evaluation of I nterventions to Prevent Suicide

This project will evaluate specific interventions that may influence one or more of the factors
that lead to suicidal behavior among adults ages 65 and older who are experiencing minor
depression. (Medical University of South Carolina)

Violence Against Women Prevention Research Center

A program to foster interdisciplinary research in the field of violence against women. Project
staff will identify barriers to collaboration; review existing literature and VAW data sets to
identify research gaps; develop and pilot test new interventions for preventing VAW, train and
assist VAW researchers; and disseminate the best prevention research. Program staff will also
work to attract and train VAW researchers who are members of racial and ethnic minority groups.
(Medical University of South Carolina)



Culturally appropriate Demonstration Project for Early I ntervention and Prevention of

I ntimate Partner Violence and Sexual Violence Among Racial and Ethnic Minorities

A project to design and implement culturally appropriate screening and services for women
seeking health care from primary care clinics. The program, which serves women in alow-
income, rural region of South Carolina, seeks to evaluate interventions to improve the health,
well-being, and safety of women experiencing intimate partner violence and to diminish the
negative effects of exposure among their children. (University of South Carolina)

Rape Prevention and Education

A nationwide grant program providing resources to states for rape prevention and education
programs conducted by rape crisis centers, State sexual assault coalitions, and other public
and private nonprofit entities for:

1) educational seminars;

2) operation of hotlines;

3) training programs for professionals,

4) preparation of informational material;

5) education and training programs for students and campus personnel designed
to reduce the incidence of sexual assault at colleges and universities;

6) education and training to increase awareness about drugs to facilitate rapes
or sexua assaults; and

7) other efforts to increase awareness about, or to help prevent, sexual assault,
including efforts to increase awareness in underserved communities and
awareness among individuals with disabilities.

Unintentional Injury

Prevention of Fire-Related I njuries

A project to prevent fire-related injuries, disabilities, and deaths among individuals in various
residential settings. Program staff will work closely with community members to increase
proper smoke alarm use and increase public awareness of fire safety. (South Carolina
Department of Health and Environmental Control)
