provisional admission.

Applicants with a GPA below 2.8
on the last 60 semester hours, or
below 2.6 overall, or below 3.0 on
a completed master’s degree are
eligible to pursue undergraduate

course work only.

College of Business Administration (COBA)
must submit a minimum score of 550 on the
GMAT prior to admission to the program. A
minimum 40™ percentile score must be achieved
on the verbal section of the GMAT, except for
BCIS, which requires a 40™ percentile score on
both the verbal and quantitative sections.
COBA also accepts GRE scores. Contact the
program area for satisfactory GRE score
requirements.

Applicants to all other doctoral programs are
required to take a standardized admission test
9e.g., GRE, GMAT, LSAT, MAT, etc.). Some
programs may require specialized sections of a
standardized exam 9e.g., the GRE writing test).
Other programs may require additional
materials (e.g., a writing portfolio, an art
portfolio, or an audition).

A minimum
25™ percentile score must be achieved on the
verbal and quantitative sections of the GMAT,
except for DECT, which requires a 60"
percentile on the quantitative section; and
INFT, which requires a 40" percentile score on
both the verbal and quantitative sections.
COBA also accepts GRE scores. Contact the
program area for satisfactory GRE score
requirements.
