3. Vita/Resume

4. 20 examples of your work and 20 examples of student work from courses instructed by you (if applicable). These are

to be submitted as digital PDF images accompanied by full-color printed contact sheets/thumbnail images.

Qualified applicants who wish to apply for adjunct teaching positions in the Core program should submit the required
documents to the locations listed at the end of this document by hand or by mail, no later than October 1 for a Spring
semester appointment and February 1 for a Summer or Fall appointment:
