Conference Sessions

The Mayborn Conference features up to ten 50-minute
sessions that focus on the craft of writing, reporting
and storytelling. All sessions are held consecutively in a
single amphitheater, creating a community atmosphere
with attention focused on the content.

Typically, these sessions include three or four
accomplished journalists or authors led by a moderator,
and offer attendees insights, advice, strategies and
anecdotes from their experiences. Each session allows
for a question and answer period.

Writing Contests

The Mayborn Literary Nonfiction Conference
recognizes the nation’s best aspiring and experienced
writers from all around the country. The contest
winners are celebrated at the Literary Lights
Awards Banquet.

Conference attendees have the opportunity to submit
their best writing samples to the annual Mayborn
Writing Competition. Winners can win cash prizes in
three categories: personal essay, reported narrative and
book manuscript. Since 2006, more than $230,000 in
prizes and awards has been awarded, and more than 20
books have been published.

The top three personal essays, the top three reported
narratives, along with an additional four runners-up
(from one or both categories) are published in Ten
Spurs, a literary nonfiction journal published by the
Mayborn Graduate Institute of Journalism. The winner
of the book manuscript competition earns a cash prize,
and an option to sign a provisional book contract with
UNT Press.

High School Multimedia Workshop

$10,000 per year

The Mayborn School of Journalism Multimedia High
School Workshop is a week-long residential workshop
designed to give students hands-on storytelling
experience in a multimedia world. The first segment

of the workshop is held at the Mayborn Literary
Nonfiction Conference where students meet noted
authors and aspiring writers. They also tweet and write
blogs. Following this, students are challenged even more
in a classroom setting at the University of North Texas
in Denton and create a multimedia production by the
end of the week.

Eligible students are incoming high school juniors,

seniors and seniors who have graduated just prior to
the workshop. It is open to Texas residents only. The
workshop fee is $250, which covers hotel, food and all
expenses except for transportation to Grapevine (the
conference location) and from Denton before and after
the workshop.
