The TML Board of Directors met on March 27 at the

Texas Municipal Center in Austin.

TML staff briefed the board on the 84™ Legislative
Session. A total of 6,411 bills were filed by the dead-
line. This has been a tough year for cities in that the
new philosophy at the Capitol is local control is bad,
“liberty” is good. TML President Nelda Martinez
thanked the board for their assistance and support in

opposing legislation harmful to Texas cities.

The board approved a budget amendment to fund an
economic impact analysis of the harmful property tax
revenue cap bills that appear to have traction at the
Capitol. House Bill 365 and Senate Bill 182 propose to
reduce the property tax revenue cap from its current
level at 8% down to 4% plus requiring an automatic
election. TML staff has worked diligently to help cities
maintain local control and their ability to raise munici-
pal revenue by fighting these two bills and others that
could be detrimental. The session is scheduled to end

by release of this newsletter. We can only be hopeful

that our unity and partnership with TML has helped
us win the fight against bad legislation.

The most common issues city attorneys deal with pertain to publicin-
formation requests, records retention, open meetings, and elections.
The panelists agree that a well-versed and organized city secretary
makes all the difference in the effectiveness of the attorney-secretary

relationship.

The panelists discussed social media and how the laws are unclear
when it comes to open meetings on web logs (blogs), online bulletin

boards, Facebook, and Twitter.

Processing public information requests, as we all know, can be chal-
lenging. One issue discussed by the panel was handling requests for
emails, when city employees are using their personal email accounts
for city business. These records are subject to disclosure requirements
and mandating their release can be difficult for city secretaries, as

liability under the law becomes a very big concern. The best defense

to any potential for criminal penalties is to continually document and
follow-up. Keep good and accurate records for everything! A city
secretary must make “every effort” to produce records. If another
person is designated to handle police department or EDC records,

make sure that designation is in writing.

We learned a lot and this session certainly could have lasted all
afternoon. So much information! It was a great discussion and we
really appreciate our city attorneys coming to provide their thoughts

on “burning issues” occurring in their cities.
