One problem-solving exercise involved
pairing up: one person held on to either end of a three-foot piece of
rope; their partner looped their own three-foot piece of rope through
their partner’s loop, thereby attaching the two people by this pair of
looped ropes. The exercise was to get untangled without letting go
of the ropes. It’s difficult to describe —I recommend you check out
the pictures [see photo below right; see more seminar photos on page
25]. I won'’t give away the secret, but the first two to figure it out

were Forth Worth City Secretary Marty Hendrix, TRMC, and Euless

City Secretary Kim Sutter, TRMC. Now we know who some of the
best problem solvers are!! The other take-away from this exercise is
that the first thing they did was go to another group and say, “let us

help you”; the solution got shared around the room in record time.
