For admission to the TEd Program, a student must meet the following requirements: 

 60 or more earned credit hours. 

 2.75 or higher GPA in all courses. 

 2.75 or higher GPA in completed core. 

 TSI Complete. 

 An approved interview questionnaire (instructions are available at https://www.coe.unt.edu/tedinterview). 

 Active enrollment at UNT with an official degree audit. 

 After meeting the above six components, submit an application for Admission to the TEd Program 
(https://www.coe.unt.edu/student-advising-office/undergraduate-advising/admission-teacher-education). 

 After acceptance of your application a formal offer of admission is sent to you by email. Submit acceptance of the 
formal offer within 72 hours of receipt.
