The Preprofessional Advi-
sory Committee assists all premedical and pre-dental students with major and minor selection, 
courses that meet preprofessional requirements, and applications and recommendations to 
professional schools. (Contact the Office of Student Advising, College of Arts and Sciences.) 
Students interested in chiropractic, dental hygiene, nursing, pharmacy, podiatry, optometry and 
all allied health fields (including physical therapy, physician’s assistant, occupational therapy and 
veterinary medicine), should work closely with the health professions counselor in the Col-
lege of Arts and Sciences to determine the courses suggested for admission to each program. 
Students wishing to pursue post-baccalaureate work in seminaries or divinity schools should 
consult with the chair of the Department of Philosophy and Religion Studies.
