Students who select a major leading to an under-
graduate degree within the College of Public Affairs
and Community Service should contact the Office of
Student Services regarding advising.

Advisors help students select courses and answer
questions concerning degree plans, application of
transfer credit, individual career needs, and general
academic requirements, policies and procedures.

The school offers programs in the following areas:

The Bachelor of Applied Arts and Sciences is
offered with a major in applied arts or applied
sciences, depending on the professional concentra-
tion chosen. Degree requirements for a Bachelor of
Applied Arts and Sciences usually include comple-
tion of an occupational specialization in a junior or
community college.

Two approaches can be taken to design an accept-
able Applied Arts and Sciences degree program. The
first is for the candidate to plan a program, with a
PACS academic advisor, to meet a specific interest
not met by any specific degree program available
through the traditional disciplines, making use of
existing courses from several disciplines.

Under the second approach, students may pursue
one of several interdisciplinary themes that build
upon existing junior or community college associate
degree programs, including the following:

o Health Information Management
o Human Services

o Legal Information Management

Degree Requirements and the

University Core Curriculum

Occasionally a course required for a degree may
also satisfy a requirement of the University Core Cur-
riculum. In addition to taking the required course,

a student may elect to take a different course from
among those available to fulfill that core requirement;
doing so, however, may add to the total number of
hours required for the degree. Students who have
questions regarding degree requirements and core
requirements should consult an academic advisor.

Bachelor of Applied Arts and Sciences

This 120-hour degree program is specifically
designed for students who wish to complete a
bachelor’s degree after completing an occupational
specialization or applied science program in a com-
munity college or a four-year college or university.

The program capitalizes on the unique resources
and opportunities of the College of Public Affairs
and Community Service to provide an interdis-
ciplinary professional development curriculum
designed to meet specific career needs of the indi-
vidual student. The program is administered by the
College of Public Affairs and Community Service,
and interested students should contact the college’s
advising office for more information.

Degree Requirements for the BAAS

1. Hours Required and General/College Require-
ments: A minimum of 120 semester hours, of which
42 must be advanced, and fulfillment of degree
requirements for the Bachelor of Applied Arts and
Sciences degree as specified in the “General Univer-
sity Requirements” in the Academics section of this
catalog and the College of Public Affairs and Com-
munity Service requirements.

2. Major Requirements:
Occupational Specialization, 21-44 Hours:

Requires completion of an occupational special-
ization (minimum of 21 hours) plus electives for a
total of 44 semester credit hours. The occupational
specialization is often transferred from a community
college.

Professional Development, 45 Hours:
Requires completion of 45 hours in four separate
professional development components.

« Component I: 12 semester hours of course work
from one of the programs available within the
College of Public Affairs and Community Ser-
vice (applied anthropology, applied gerontology,
applied economics, applied behavior analysis,
criminal justice, emergency administration and
planning, public administration, rehabilitation,
social work, sociology or volunteer management).

« Component II: 12 semester hours of course work
from a second College of Public Affairs and Com-
munity Service program.

« Component III: 12 hours approved by the school.

« Component I'V: 9 hours of College of Public Affairs
and Community Service interdisciplinary courses.

3. Other Course Requirements: A combination of
correspondence, credit by examination, extension or
military service credit not to exceed 30 hours

may be accepted toward the degree. No more than
18 hours of correspondence courses with a maxi-
mum of 6 hours of advanced work will be accepted.



Note: A lower-level course that is determined to be
equivalent to a UNT upper-level course does not
satisfy the requirement of advanced hours.

4. Minor Requirements: None required.

5. Electives: Varies with individual program. Any
approved UNT courses the student and advisor
deem appropriate to the degree may be selected.
Caution must be exercised to ensure the student
fulfills the university requirement of 42 hours of
advanced-level course work.

6. Other Requirements:

« a total of 42 hours of upper-division work; and
« at least 24 hours of upper-division work in
residence.

Bachelor of Arts

Candidates for the Bachelor of Arts must meet
the following requirements.

1. Hours Required and General/College Require-
ments: A minimum of 120 semester hours, of which
42 must be advanced, and fulfillment of degree
requirements for the Bachelor of Arts degree as
specified in the “General University Requirements”
in the Academics section of this catalog and the
College of Public Affairs and Community Service
requirements.

2. Major Requirements: Completion of all require-
ments for a major as specified by the respective
department.

3. Other Course Requirements: See individual
program.

4. Minor Requirements: Completion of all require-
ments for a minor as specified by the respective
department.

5. Electives: Varies with individual program. Any
approved UNT courses the student and advisor
deem appropriate to the degree may be selected.
Caution must be exercised to ensure the student
fulfills the university requirement of 42 hours of
advanced-level course work.

6. Other Requirements: at least 24 hours of upper-
division work in residence.

Bachelor of Science

Requirements for the Bachelor of Science degree
include the following.

1. Hours Required and General/College Require-
ments: A minimum of 120 semester hours, of which
42 must be advanced, and fulfillment of degree
requirements for the Bachelor of Arts degree as
specified in the “General University Requirements”
in the Academics section of this catalog and the
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College of Public Affairs and Community Service
requirements.

2. Major Requirements: Completion of all require-
ments for a major as specified by the respective
department.

3. Other Course Requirements: See individual
program.

4. Minor Requirements: A minor, where required,
of not fewer than 18 hours, including 6 hours of
advanced work.

5. Electives: Varies with individual program. Any
approved UNT courses the student and advisor
deem appropriate to the degree may be selected.
Caution must be exercised to ensure the student
fulfills the university requirement of 42 hours of
advanced-level course work.

6. Other Requirements: at least 24 hours of upper-
division work in residence.

Bachelor of Social Work

Requirements for the Bachelor of Social Work
degree include the following:

1. Hours Required and General/College Require-
ments: A minimum of 120 semester hours, of which
42 must be advanced, and fulfillment of degree
requirements for the Bachelor of Social Work degree
as specified in the “General University Require-
ments” in the Academics section of this catalog and
the College of Public Affairs and Community Service
requirements.

2. Major Requirements: Completion of all require-
ments for a major as specified by the respective
department.

3. Other Course Requirements: See individual
program.

4. Minor Requirements: Completion of all require-
ments for a minor as specified by the respective
department.
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5. Electives: Any approved UNT courses the student
and advisor deem appropriate to the degree may

be selected. Caution must be exercised to ensure

the student fulfills the university requirement of

42 hours of advanced-level course work.

6. Other Requirements: at least 24 hours of upper-
division work in residence.

Introduction

The Center for Public Service promotes the
service, public affairs, public interest and applied
research goals of the College of Public Affairs and
Community Service and of the university.

Minor in Leadership of Community and
Nonprofit Organizations

A minor in leadership of community and non-
profit organizations (LCNO) requires 18 semester
credit hours (6 courses) chosen from the listed
courses with at least three different areas represented.
All students are required to complete COMS 4200,
Leadership Theory and Practice for Volunteer Manag-
ers, and COMS 4750, Nonprofit Leadership Capstone.
In addition to earning a minor, students also have
the opportunity to earn a certificate in volunteer and
community resource management and prepare for a
certificate in non-profit management offered through
American Humanics Inc. Students wishing to minor
in LCNO should consult the LCNO academic advisor
for specific program requirements.
