4. Threeletters of reference. If arecent graduate all three should be from former professors
who know your academic qualifications. If you have been employed from 1 to 3 years
since graduation one letter may be from your employer. If longer than 3 years, two may
be from employers.

5. A letter of intent including the specific degree sought (MA [coursework only or
problems-in-lieu], MS or PhD); concentration or focus of program; faculty member
contacted as prospective major advisor (if none, why); professional goals and objectives,
why you chose UNT, and the Department of Biological Sciences; and why you chose the
specific area of interest. This determines which professors will evaluate your file.
