A detailed description of this
coverage will be provided to me by the SAO, or the Program host, prior to my departure.

Intheevent of serious injury or illness while
participating in the Program, | will inform an appropriate Program official, so'that@ssistance may be secured. |
acknowledge that UNT is under no obligation to seek health services on my behalf.

| understand that the policy does not include,coverage, for<personal property and that | am responsible for
obtaining additional coverage, if needed.

Disability Accommodation. At least 60 days prior to my scheduled departure, | will report in writing to the
SAO or the Office of Disability Accommodation any physical or mental condition | have that may require special
medical attention or accommodation during the Program.

Visa Requirements. | am solely responsible forndetermining if | require a visa to study in the Program country
or to enter any other country | plan on visiting. If a visa'is needed, it is also my responsibility to obtain the visa,
which may require an in-person.appearance at the appropriate consulate. | understand that | am responsible
for all fees associated with obtaining a,visa. Failure to obtain a visa, if necessary for my Program, will result in
my inability to participate on the Program.

a. Visasrrequirements and application processes vary by destination and nationality. U.S. citizens should
contact the appropriate consulate to determine the steps to obtain necessary visas. Non-U.S. citizens
are advised o contact'the appropriate consulate to learn the student visa procedures governing their
nationality.

b. UNT is not responsible for penalties associated with failure to obtain a visa in time for the start of the
Program, ineluding airline change fees.

Course Registration. | must maintain enroliment in the minimum number of UNT credits required by the
Program. If | withdraw from any study abroad program course(s), leaving me with fewer than the required
number of credits, | will be violating the terms of participation in the Program and may be dismissed from the
Program.

Transfer Credits. | understand that all academic work done by UNT students under the auspices of a host
institution will be regarded by UNT as transfer credit, rather than UNT resident credit. My official record of
participation in the Program will be my UNT transcript, listing the transfer credits and grades | earned at the host
institution, or listing the credits and grades | earned for UNT courses offered as part of the Program.

Dismissal from the Program. | acknowledge that the SAO reserves the right to decline to accept or retain me
in the Program at any time if my actions or general behavior impede the operation of the Program or adversely
affect the rights or welfare of any person (including myself). Similarly, | understand that, in the sole discretion
of UNT’s employees, agents or representatives, | may be dismissed from the Program if it is determined that
my continued presence in the Program would be disruptive or an interference to the Program's continuation
(including if I stop attending classes). If dismissed from the Program, | understand that:

a. | will not be permitted to participate in any Program activity and will no longer be entitled to any Program
benefits, including travel, meals and lodging.

b. No refund will be guaranteed for any part of the Program not completed orfor any accommodation or
Program service(s) not used.

c. | will assume sole responsibility for all travel and costs associated with my return‘to the U.S.

d. Imay be referred to the local authorities or appropriate University officials for further disciplinary or other
action.

e. | will not be entitled to any hearing regarding termination‘while abroad. The appeal of such termination
requires my return to the UNT campus and is processed through my UNT Academic Dean for academic
topics and through the Dean of Students for code-ofsconduct topics. | may 'then be subject to action
under the Student Code of Conduct procedures:

f. I may not be eligible for participation in anyfuture UNT study abroad program.

Changes to the Program. | understand that UNT reserves<the right, at its sole discretion, to make alterations
in the Program calendar as it may deem necessary or desirable, with or without notice, or to cancel the Program
or any aspect of it prior to departure and to cancel the Program,or any aspect of it after departure, requiring that
all participants return to the United States if UNT determines or believes that any person is or will be in danger
if the Program or any aspect of it isc€ontinued.

a. UNT is not responsible for financial penalty or loss | may incur as a result of any such cancellation,
operational, or itinerary change, regardless of whether UNT makes a flight arrangement.

b. UNT may substitute hotels or accommodations or housing of a similar category at any time, with or
without notice. Far programs in.which housing is included in the program fee, specific room and housing
assignments are within the'sole discretion of UNT.

The SAO strongly advises me to purchase fully refundable airline tickets and/or trip cancellation insurance to
safeguard against losses or penalties resulting from any of the above scenarios.
