Each organization has a primary contact whose name and image will be publicly visible to anyone who accesses
their organization's page (public-facing):

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This is the most common way that a potential member will reach out to the org, so we encourage you to select
someone who is timely with e-mail responses as your Primary Contact.

The primary contact's personal information, including email address and phone number, will NEVER be accessible
to an unauthenticated user (i.e., someone who hasn’t logged in to OrgSync using their UNT credentials or someone
who doesn’t have UNT credentials). If an unauthenticated user accesses an organization's page, they will have the
ability to click the "Contact" button, where they can send a message to the primary contact regarding the
organization.

When an unauthenticated user fills out the contact form they have to pass a reCaptcha challenge to verify that they
are a human and not an automated script.
