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History encompasses all aspects of past human endeavor; it encourages students to think broadly and to
attempt to integrate all of their knowledge into a meaningful whole. From history, a person develops a
better understanding of current events and a better appreciation of art, architecture, ideas, politics, and
fellow human beings and their activities.

A History with Secondary Certification student will also earn 21 hours of Secondary Education courses.
Admission to the College of Education Teacher Education program is required prior to enrollment in most
education courses. To apply, student must have earned at least 60 credit hours with a 2.75 GPA. Contact
the College of Education Student Advising Office for admission requirements and application.
