Fixed Assets and Consumer Durable Goods for 1995–2005 

New estimates of fixed assets and consumer durable 
goods for 2005, revised estimates for 2003–2004, and 
previously published estimates for 1995–2002 are pre­
sented in this report. The estimates for 2003–2005 in­
corporate the results of the annual revision of the 
national income and product accounts.1 These esti­
mates cover the net stock of equipment and software 
and of structures owned by business and by govern­
ment and the net stock of durable goods owned by 
consumers. 

The estimates of the net stocks of fixed assets 
and consumer durable goods  are presented  in tables 
1–15. All  of  the odd-numbered tables except tables

11 and 15 present current-cost estimates, and the 
even-numbered tables except table 12 present real esti­
mates in chain-type quantity indexes. Tables 11 and 12 
present both current-cost and real estimates, and table 
15 presents the estimates in chained (2000) dollars.
