FLORIDA:  Twelve strandings were reported during week 2.  Four turtles were found along the Gulf (4Cc), four in the Keys (4Cc) and four were found along the Atlantic (3Cc, 1Cm).  All turtles were reported dead unless otherwise indicated.  All turtles were found adjacent to offshore waters unless otherwise indicated.  Measurements given indicate the approximate curved carapace length (CLOC), unless otherwise noted.

Zone 5-  One loggerhead turtle was found (86.2cm, inshore) with no external anomalies.  

Zone 4-  One loggerhead turtle skull was found.  

Zone 3-  One loggerhead turtle was found (74.0cm) with heavy load of barnacles and no anomalies.  One loggerhead turtle was found (85.2cm, inshore) missing part of skull, severely decomposed.  

Zone 1-  One loggerhead turtle was found missing both front flippers and the LRF.  One loggerhead turtle was found (72.0cm) with heavy coverage of barnacles and algae.  

Zone 24-  One loggerhead turtle was found (78.0cm, alive, inshore) with barnacles on soft tissue and missing part of LRF.  One loggerhead turtle was found severely decomposed with head missing. 

Zone 25-  One loggerhead turtle was found (97.0cm) with prop wounds. 

Zone 26-  One loggerhead turtle was found (85.0cm) severely decomposed.  

Zone 27-  One green turtle was found (52.2cm, alive, inshore) floating, unable to submerge.  Turtle was brought to CMA for rehab.  One loggerhead turtle was found severely decomposed.

Zone 26-  One green turtle was caught while netting in the LWL (alive, inshore, 46.8cm) with severe paps and monofilament entangled around the LFF.  Turtle was brought to Marathon for rehab.  

Zone 27-  One green turtle was found at the St Lucie Power Plant intake canal with healing prop damage to carapace and paps.  Turtle was brought to Marathon for rehab.  One green turtle was captured in a 16’ otter trawl.  Turtle appeared healthy and was released unharmed.
