the market for Chase Medical's securities. The Commission also ordered the suspension
because of the failure of several of these people to make payments to a broker-dealer

in connection with the acquisition and maintenance of such securities as requested.

TRADING SUSPENDED IN THE SECURITIES OF FUN FOODS, INC.

The Commission announced the single ten-day suspension of over-the-counter trading in
the securities of Fun Foods, Inc. for the period beginning at 9:30 a.m. (EST) on Janu-
ary 17 and terminating at 11:59 p.m., (EST) on January 26, 1989.

The Commission suspended trading in the securities of Fun Foods in view of questions
that have been raised about the adequacy and accuracy of publicly disseminated infor-
mation concerning, among other things, the financial condition of the company, its
current management, the identity of current officers and directors, and the location
of corporate headquarters. (Rel, 34-26461)

A. LARRY LINDSEY, OTHERS PLEAD GUILTY

The Los Angeles Regional Office and the U.S. Attorney for the Northern District of
California announced that on January 9 A. Larry Lindsey and Robert C. Simmons were
sentenced based on their guilty pleas. Lindsey had pled guilty to violations of 18
U.S.C. § 1341 (mail fraud) and 18 U.S.C. § 371 (conspiracy); he was sentenced to
three years' imprisonment and five years' probation and ordered to pay $700,000 in
restitution. Simmons had pled guilty to a violation of 26 U.S5.C. § 7206{(1) (willful
filing of a false tax return); he was sentenced to five years' probation. The remain-
ing defendant, Alan E. Kushnick, also entered a guilty plea (to violations of 18
U.S.C. § 371), and his sentencing has yet to be held. The criminal action is related
to an earlier Commission case addressing violative limited partnership offerings and
the fraudulent takeover of a public company. (U.S. v. A. Larry Lindsey, et al., CR
No. 87-0287-MHP, NDCA). (LR-11962)

BETTIE J. JANIS SENTENCED

The U.S. Attorney for the Southern District of Florida and the Miami Branch Office
announced that on December 20, 1988, U.S. District Court Judge Eugene P, Spellman,
Southern District of Florida, sentenced Bettie J. Janis, formerly of Miami, Florida,
to two years imprisonment and five years probation in connection with her earlier
plea of guilty to mail fraud and securities fraud. Janis was also ordered to make
restitution in the amount of $27,000 to two investors, and {orbidden to work in the
area of investment advice until the end of her probation.
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According to the indictment, Janis defrauded 17 investors of at least $290,000 betwee
January 1983 and February 1984. Janis, among other things, misappropriated invest,
funds and made misrepresentations and omissions of material facts in connection wjt
the sale of interests in an oil and gas limited partnership. The misrepresentatiop
and omissions, among other things, concerned the intended use of the proceeds, tj
performance of Janis's prior oil and gas ventures, the financial condition of Janis
Inc., and the risk involved with the investment.

The Commission, in October 1984, barred Janis from associatiop with any broger
dealer, investment adviser, or investment company. (U.S. v. Bettie J. Janis, Indict
ment No. 88-021-CR-SPELLMAN, SDFL). (LR-11963)
