CIVIL INJUNCTIVE ACTION FILED AND SETTLED 
AGAINST MARIO ISEPPI AND LUIGI CAMPIO 

The Commission filed a Complaint on January 17 in the U.S. District Court for the 
District of Columbia alleging that Mario Iseppi and Luigi Campio violated the anti
fraud provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and Rule 10b-5 in connection 
with the purchases of options for the common stock of The Upjohn Company. 

The Complaint alleges that defendants, then employees in Upjohn's Brussels, Belgium
office, obtained material, non-public information concerning the Canadian drug regula
tory authority's approval of Upjohn's anti-baldness drug, 2' topical minoxidil solu
tion. The Complaint further alleges that, while in possesssion of this material,
non-public information, defendants effected purchases of options for Upjohn co_on
stock. Iseppi and Campio, without admitting or denying the Complaint's allegations, 
(1) consented to Final Judgments of Permanent Injunction and Other Equitable Relief; 
(2) agreed to disgorge profits of $6,625 and $4,750, respectively; and (3) agreed to 
pay a one-time penalty under the Insider Trading Sanctions Act of $6,625 and $4,750,
respectively. (SEC v. Mario Iseppi and Luigi Campio, usoe DC, Civil Action No.
