Securities, the U.S. Department of Justice, the Pederal Bureau of Investigation, the 
U.S. Postal Service, the Internal Revenue Service, the National Association of Securi
ties Dealers, the New York Stock Exchange, and the American Stock Bxchange. 

The purpose of the conference was to foster cooperation among the different offices 
and to exchange information about strategies and inforaation used to combat penny
stock fraud.

ROUNDTABLE ON PROPOSED RULE 144

PROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED AND SANCTIONS IMPOSBD 
AGAINST STEPHEN SUI-KUAN WANG, JR. 

The Commission instituted public administrative proce.eUngs, and imposed sanctions 
ag.ainst Stephen Sui-Kuan Wang, Jr., fonaerly aaaociatee! vith lIorgan Stanley , Co.,
Incorporated. Wang, without admitting or denting the findings, consented to an Order 
barring him from association with any broker, dealer, aunicipal securities dealer,
investment company, or investment adviser. 



The COIIIIIlission that on January 31 U.S. District Court Judge Richardfound Owen,
Southern District ,of New Y.ork, permanently enjoined Wang from future violation. of 
Sections 10(b) ;and 14(e) ';0£ the Securities .Exchange Act of 1934 and Rules 10b-5 and 
14e-3 [SEC v. Wang, e§ al., 88'Civ. 4461, Rol. The Commission further found that the 
injunction was entere against Wang without 8n, admIssion or denial of the Co.. ission'. 
allegations. (Re1. 34-265""1) 

PROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED AGAINST OUTWATER & WELLS, INC. 

The Commission ordered public administrative proceedings under Sections 15(b) and 
19(h) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 against outwater , .ells, Inc. '!'he 
Order Instituting Proceedings alleges that there were: (1) 109 documented instances 
between January and October 1987 where Outwater violated the credit extension provi
sions of the Exchange Act and of Regulation T~ (2) seven documented instances between 
January and October 1987 where Outwater violated the 90-day freeze provision. of the 
Exchange Act and of Regulation T~ and (3) 40 documented instance. between May and 
October 1987 where Outwater violated the completion of sell order provisions of the 
Exchange Act. A hearing will be scheduled to determine whether the allegations are 
true, and if so, to decide what, if any, remedial action is appropriate. (Rel.
34-26516) 

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

PINAL JUDGMENT OF PERMANENT INJUNCTION ENTERED

AGAINST VIRGINIA MELBORN


The Atlanta Regional and Miami Branch Offices announced that on January 16 O.S. 
District Judge William M. Boeveler, Southern District of Plorida, entered a Pinal 
Judgment of Permanent Injunction against Virginia Melhorn of Port Myers, P10rida. 
Melhorn was the assistant to the chief executive officer of Charles Phillip Blliott, 
doing business as Elliott Enterprises, an unincorporated busine.s with office. in 
Port Myers and Naples, Plorida. The Pinal Jud91llentenjoins Melhorn fra. Violating
the antifraud provisions of the Securities Act of 1933 and the antifraud and broker 
registration provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, and requires here to 
disgorge $8,000 to the court appointed receiver. The pinal Judgaent provides that 
the Commission may move the court to reopen the issues of Melhorn's' ability to pay
disgorgement and the amount of such payment upon a showing that her affidavit of 
financial condition was knowingly and materially false. Melhorn consented to the 
Pinal Judgment without admitting or denying the allegations in the Coaplaint. (SIC v. 
Virginia Melhorn, Civil Action No. 88-12043-CIV-HOBVBLBR, SDPL). (LR-11990) 

CIVIL INJUNCTIVE ACTION FILED

AGAINST DONALD D. SHEELAN AND VINCENT P. GOLDEN


The Commission filed a civil injunctive action on Pebruary 8 in the U.S. District 
Court for the District of New Jersey against Donald D. Sheelen, fomer chairaan,
chief executive officer, and president of The Regina Coapany, Inc., and Vincent P.
