CRIMINAL PROCEEDINGS

MARSHALL A. ZOLP SENTENCED FOR CRIMINAL CONTEMPT

The U.S. Attorney for the District of New Jersey and the Chicago Regional Office
announced that on May 22, as a result of Marshall A. 2olp having entered a plea of
guilty to the Commission's charge of criminal contempt against him, Judge Alfred J.
Lechner, Jr., District of New Jersey, sentenced Zolp to seven years imprisonment which
was suspended and five years probation. Judge Lechner ordered that the sentence be
consecutive to Zolp's prior sentence of 12 years imprisonment arising from his crimi-
nal racketeering activities with Laser Arms Corporation.

In his plea, Zolp admitted that his activities with respect to the securities of Air-
wave Communications Corporation of America and Laser Arms violated the Order of Final
Judgment and Permanent Injunction entered on May 10, 1982 [SEC v. The Great Bison Toy
Corporation of America and Marshall A. Zolp, NDIL, No. 82-C-1732] which restrained him
from violations of the registration and antifraud provisions of the securities laws.
