CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

LEONARD J. MULLEN ENJOINED 

The Boston Regional Office filed a Complaint on June 30 in the U.S. District court for 
the District of Connecticut against Leonard J. Mullen, formerly the Assistant Control
ler - Audit with the Stamford, Connecticut based General Signal Corporation, Inc. 
(GSX). The Complaint alleged that Mullen, while in the course of his employment,
received and recklessly misappropriated material non-public information from his 
employer relating to GSX's confidential negotiations to acquire the Andover, Massachu
setts based GCA Corporation, Inc. 

The Commission alleged that Mullen recklessly misappropriated the information for his 
own financial gain by purchasing GCA stock, prior to the public announcement of GSX's 
negotiations to acquire GCA, and selling it 12 days later at a profit of $11,250.50.
Simultaneously, Mullen, without admitting or denying the complaint's allegations, con
sented to a Final Order of Permanent Inj unction. The Final Order enjoins him from 
future violations of the antifraud provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. 
In addition, Mullen is ordered to pay $11,250.50 in disgorgement, and a penalty of 
$11,250.50 under the Insider Trading Sanctions Act of 1984 to the U.S. Treasury. (SEC
v. Leonard J. Mullen, USOC OCT, Civil Action No. B-89-364-WWE). (LR-12151) 

COMPLAINT NAMES WILLIAM F. HARKAY 

The Philadelphia Regional Office filed a Complaint on July 10 in the U.S. District 
Court for the Eastern District of Virginia against William F. Harkay. The Complaint
alleges that Harkay violated the registration and antifraud provisions of the securi
ties laws, and seeks a permanent injunction together with an accounting and disgorge-
menta 

The Complaint charges that from 1982 to 1988, Harkay fraudulently offered and sold to 
more than 450 investors in 22 states at least $11.3 million of unregistered securities 
in the form of short-term interest bearing promissory notes issued by The Harkay Cor
poration. In order to induce individuals to invest in Harkay Corporation, Harkay
made material misrepresentations and omitted to disclose material facts concerning
Harkay Corporation, the nature of the investment, and the use of investor funds. (SEC
v. William F. Harkay, EDVA, Civil Action No. 89-1009-A). (LR-12153)

SCHRODER CAPITAL FUNDS, INC.
