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COMMISSION ANNOUNCEMENTS

COMMISSION SUBMITS PLARS FOR DISTRIBUTION
OF FUNDS IN SEC v. BRANT

The Commission submitted to the court a proposed plan for the distribution of monies
previously disgorged by settling defendants in SEC v. Brant. The Complaint alleged
that defendants engaged in insider trading on advance notice of articles to appear in
the Wall Street Journal. The disgorged funds currently amount to approximately $1.
million. The proposed plan provides for payment, to the extent funds are available,
to those persons who traded on the opposite side of the market from the defendants on
any day in which any of the defendants engaged in a profitable transaction in the
stock or options on stock of 22 companies. Claimants will be required to net out
offsetting transactions. The proposed plan provides for notification to eligible
claimants by publication. Any unclaimed funds will be paid to the U.S. Treasury.
The proposed plan requires the approval of the court, with a currently scheduled date
for consideration of September 19, 1989.

ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS

PROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED AND SETTLED
AGAINST M.D.C. BOLDINGS, INC.

The Commission simultaneously instituted and settled administrative proceedings
against M.D.C. Holdings, Inc., a Delaware corporation, with its principal place of
business in Denver, Colorado.

MDC, without admitting or deny any of the Facts, Opinion or Findings therein, consented
to an Order Instituting Proceedings under Section 15(c){4) of the Securities Exchange
Act of 1934 and Opinion, Findings and Order of the Commission (Order), which finds
that MDC failed to comply with Section 13(a) of the Exchange Act and Rules 13a-1 and
13a-13 by filing with the Commission materially misstated quarterly financial infor-
mation in quarterly and annual reports, and with respect to certain real estate trans-
actions, and failed to comply with Sections 13(b)(2)(A) and (B) of the Exchange Act,
the recordkeeping and internal control provisions of that Act.

The Order requires MDC to comply with the reporting, recordkeeping, and internal
controls provisions and further orders it to comply with certain undertakings. (Rel,
34-27208; AAER~245)

KEITB A. SHELDON BARRED

The Commission instituted public proceedings against, and simultaneocusly accepted an
Offer of Settlement, from Keith S. Sheldon (Sheldon), a registered representative
doing business as Sheldon & Associates, a resident of Brasstown, North Carolina., 1In
its Order, the Commission found that Sheldon, d/b/a Sheldon & Associates, willfully
violated the antifraud provisions of the Securities Act of 1933, the Securities
Exchange Act of 1934, and the broker-dealer registration provisions of the Exchange
Act. The Order bars Sheldon, d/b/a Sheldon & Associates, from association with any
broker, dealer, municipal securities dealer, investment company, or investment advi-
ser.




In his Offer of Settlement, Sheldon, d/b/a Sheldon & Associates, consented to the
Order, without admitting or denying the Commission's findings, except Sheldon admitted
that a Final Judgment of Permanent Injunction was entered against him enjoining him
from violating the aforementioned provisions and that on November 2, 1988, the U.S.
Attorney for the Northern District of Georgia indicted him on four counts of securi-
ties fraud and one count of mail fraud and that on February 22, 1989, he entered
guilty pleas to one count of securities fraud and one count of mail fraud [SEC v.
RKeith S. Sheldon d/b/a Sheldon & Associates, USDC NDGA, Civil Action No. 1:89-Cv-1680-
RHH; U.S. v. Keith S. Sheldon, USDC NDGA, Criminal Action No. CR-88-21, November 2,
1988]. (Rel. 34-27191)

NASD ACTION AGAINST STANLEY D. GARDENSWARTZ AFFIRMED

The Commission affirmed sanctions imposed by the National Association of Securities
Dealers on Stanley D. Gardenswartz, a Denver securities salesman. The NASD censured
Gardenswartz, fined him §$10,000, and barred him from association with any NASD member.

The Commission found, as had the NASD, that Gardenswartz forged his customers' en-~
dorsements on a check and converted the proceeds. (Rel. 34-27194)

OFFER OF SETTLEMENT ACCEPTED FROM SELIGMAN SECURITIES, INC.

In public proceedings ordered under Sections 15(b) and 19(h) of the Securities Exchange
Act of 1934, Seligman Securities, Inc. (Registrant) submitted an Offer of Settlement
which the Commission accepted. Registrant, without admitting or denying the allega-
tions, consented to an Order Making Findings and Imposing Remedial Sanctions, which
finds that Registrant willfully violated Sections 15(c) and 17(a) of the Exchange Act
and Rules 15c¢3-3(e) [reserve formulal], 15¢3-3(b) [possession and control], 17a-3
[recordkeepingl, 17a-5 [reportingl, and 17a-11 [supplemental reporting].

The Order censures Registrant and orders it to implement and comply with certain
undertakings which include four semi-annual reports filed by an independent public
.accountant reviewing Registrant's compliance with Sections 15(c¢) and 17(a) of the
Exchange Act and Rules 15c3-3{(e), 15¢3-3(b), and 17a-3. (Rel, 34-27195)

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

CIVIL ACTION FOR INJUNCTION AND OTHER RELIEF FILED
AGAINST EDDIE ANTAR, OTHERS

The Commission today filed a Complaint in the U.S. District Court for the District of
New Jersey against Eddie Antar, Sam E., Antar, Mitchell Antar, Isaac Kairey, and David
Panoff, former officers and directors of Crazy Eddie, Inc., and former employees Eddie
Gindi and Kathleen Morin. The Complaint alleges that defendants engaged in activities
directed by Eddie Antar as a result of which Crazy Eddie fraudulently .overstated its
pretax income by material amounts in fiscal 1985, 1986, and 1987; and that the Antar
defendants and Panoff sold Crazy Eddie stock at times when the stock was trading on
false financial information., Based on the foregoing, the Commission alleges viola-
tions of the antifraud and reporting provisions of the Securities Act of 1933 and the
Securities Exchange Act of 1934. Kairey, Gindi, and Morin consented to the permanent
injunctions against them. (SEC v. Eddie BAntar, et al., USDC NJ, Civil Action No.
89-3773, NHP). (LR-12239)

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES

ML~LEE ACQUISITION FUND II, L.P.

An order has been issued on an application filed by ML-Lee Acquisition Fund II, L.P.,
ML-Lee Acquisition Fund (Retirement Accounts) 1I, L.P. (together, New Funds), ML-Lee
Acquisition Fund L.P. (Fund I), Thomas B. Lee Advisors II, L.P., and Thomas H. Lee
Advisors I permitting the purchase of securities by the New Funds in joint trans-
actions otherwise prohibited by Sections 57(a}{4) and 17(d) of the Investment Company
Act with Fund I and each other and in which Advisors I, Advisors II, or an affiliate
is a participant.

HOLDING COMPANY ACT RELEASES

THE COLUMBIA CAS SYSTEM INC.

A notice has been issued giving interested persons until September 25 to request a
hearing on a proposal by the following company filed under Release 35-24946, dated
August 31: THE COLUMBIA GAS SYSTEM INC. -~ a registered holding company, to establish
a Leveraged Employee Stock Option Plan (LESOP), which will issue debt through December
31, 1990, in a principal amount not to exceed $200 million, in the form of publicly
issued medium term notes (Notes), maturing in up to 15 years. The Notes will be
issued under an indenture, which will contain a proposed subordinated guaranty by
Columbia. The proceeds of the LESOP borrowings will be used to purchase Columbia
common stock for the purpose of meeting Columbia's obligations, for 15 years, to
match Columbia system employees' contributions to the Employees' Thrift Plan of The
Columbia Gas System, Fund B, which provides for investments in Columbia common stock,
and to provide shares for the reinvestment of cash dividends paid on shares held in
Fund B. The LESOP will purchase outstanding shares of Columbia's common stock on the
open market and up to 2.5 million shares of authorized but unissued common stock from
Columbia, which Columbia proposes to issue and sell at prevailing market prices.
