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ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

INITIAL DECISION SUSPENDS WILLIAM A. CALVO, III 
FROM SBC PRACTICE 

Administrative Law Judge Max O. Regensteiner issued an initial decision disqualifying
William A. Calvo, III, a Florida attorney, from appearing or practicing before the 
Commission for two years. The action is the result of a permanent injunction entered 
against Calvo by a Federal District Court in 1988, based on findings that he had vio
lated antifraud provisions of the. securities laws in connection with a public offering 
of the stock of The Electronics Warehouse, Inc. (An appeal by Calvo from the District 
Court's action is pending.) The Commission had temporarily suspended Calvo from SEC 
practice following the injunction~ under the initial decision, the temporary suspen
sion, which has continued in effect, is to be counted against the two-year disqualifi
cation. The focus of the administrative hearings was on the degree of Calvo's culpa
bility and the possible existence of mitigating factors. 

The initial decision is subject to Commission review on petition of a party or on the 
Commission's own initiative. 

PROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED AGAINST ROBERT E. ILES, SR. 

The Commission instituted public administrative proceedings against Robert E. Iles,
Sr. lIes is an officer, director, shareholder and/or registered representative of 
Dupont Instruments corporation~ Structured Shelters, Inc.~ Structured Shelters Securi
ties, Inc., a registered broker-dea1er~ and Structured Shelters Financial Management,
a registered investment adviser. 

The Order Instituting Proceedings alleges that from about May 1985 to September 1986,
lIes violated the antifraud provisions of the securities laws in that he caused Dupont
to disseminate false and misleading information to Dupont shareholders and market 
makers concerning, among other things, the financial history of a company Dupont
acquired, Dupont's financial status and manufacturing abilities, Iles' beneficial 
ownership of Dupont common stock, and various past regulatory violations. The Order 
also alleges that on June 21, 1989 I1es was permanently enjoined by default from 
future violations of the antifraud provisions based on the same allegations described 
above. The Order further alleges that on January 8, 1988 lIes was convicted of filing
false income tax returns and aiding abetting such acts. (ReI. 34-27261) 

MONICA M. ILES BARRED 

The Commission announced the entry of an Order Instituting Public Proceedings, Making
Findings and Imposing Remedial Sa·nctions against Monica M. Iles. I1es is an officer,
director and/or shareholder of Dupont Instruments Corporation: Structured Shelters,
Inc.: Structured Shelters Securities, Inc., a registered broker-dealer~ and Structured 
Shelters Financial Management, a registered investment adviser. 

The Order contains findings that from about May 1985 to September 1986, lIes caused 
Dupont to disseminate false and misleading information to Dupont shareholders and 
market makers concerning the financial history of another company Dupont acquired,
Dupont's financial status and manufacturing abilities, I1es' beneficial ownership of 
Dupont common stock, and various past regulatory violations. The Order also finds 
that on February 14, 1989 Iles was permanently enjoined from future violations of the 
antifraud provisions of the securities laws based on the same allegations described 
above. The Order permanently bars lIes from association with any broker or dealer,
municipal securities dealer, investment company, or investment adviser. Iles consented 
to the Order without admitting or denying the findings, except for Iles' affiliation 
with the above-described entities and the injunction, which were admitted. (Re1.
34-27262) 



COIPORA1EREORUIIIZATIOIRDlUfS 

ANGICOR, LTD. 

The Commission filed on August 30 in this pending Chapter 11 case an objection to a 
motion to have the bankruptcy court appoint a replacement board of directors without 
shareholder approval. The motion alleged that Angicor Ltd.'s management was ineffec
tive and had failed to progress toward a plan of reorganization. The Commission, in 
opposition, argued that shareholders do not lose their corporate governance rights
upon a bankruptcy filing and that bankruptcy courts lack authority to appoint a board 
of directors in the absence of exceptional circumstances likely to subvert the reor
ganization. In addition, the Commission suggested alternative means under the Bank
ruptcy Code and state law for movants to accomplish their goal of seeking to reorga
nize the debtor. Prior to the hearing, a settlement was reached, whereby the existing 
directors agreed to appoint additional directors pursuant to the debtor's bylaws.
(In re Angicor, Ltd., No. 3-88-2209, Bankr. D. Minn.). (CR-383)

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

FINAL JUDGMENT ENTERED AGAINST JERRY N. POLEVOI 

The Los Angeles Regional Office announced that on September 18 U.S. District Judge
Robert J. Kelleher granted the Commission's Motion for Summary Judgment against Jerry 
N. Polevoi and ordered a Final Judgment of Permanent Injunction, Disgorgement, and 
Imposition of Civil Penalties against Polevoi. The Commission's Motion for Summary
Judgment was based on the undisputed facts that Polevoi was a corporate officer and 
insider of ZZZZ Best Co., Inc. and that between June 29 and July 1, 1987, Polevoi 
caused 54,200 shares of Z Best stock to be sold short while he was in possession of 
material nonpublic information. Judge Kelleher permanently enjoined defendant from 
further violations of the antifraud provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 
and Rule 10b-5, ordered that he disgorge $224,860.75 in ill-gotten gains plus interest, 
and ordered that he pay a triple penalty of $674,582.25 under the Insider Trading
Sanctions Act of 1984. 

Polevoi had pled guilty on July 6, 1988 to an indictment that included a charge that 
he had conspired to commit violations of the Exchange Act. Be is currently incarcer
ated. (SEC v. Jack N. Polevoi and Jerry N. Polevoi, Civil Action NO. 89-1001 RJK,
Sx, COCA). (LR-12255) 

FINAL JUDGMENT ENTERED AGAINST CARL N. KARCHER, OTHERS 

The Los Angeles Regional Office announced that on September 12 U.S. District Judge
Edward Rafeedie, Central District of California, entered a Final Judgment of Permanent 
Injunction, Disgorgement, and Imposition of Civil Penalties against Carl N. Karcher,
Margaret J. LeVecke, Catherine Karcher-Everly, Daniel Everly, Jerome Karcher, Barbara 
Karcher Wall, and Donald E. Fergus, Jr. Each defendant consented to the Judgment
without admitting or denying the allegations of the Complaint, which alleged that Carl 
Karcher, founder, chairman of the board and chief executive officer of Carl Karcher 
Enterprises, Inc., conveyed inside information to four of his children and two of his 
sons-in-law, who then sold Carl Karcher Enterprises stock based upon the inside infor
mation. 

The Final Judgment permanently enjoins defendants from future violations of the anti
fraud provisions of the securities laws, orders that the trading defendants disgorge
a total of $332,122.50, representing the losses they allegedly avoided in selling the 
stock while possessing inside information, and orders that Carl Karcher pay a one
time penalty of $322,122.50 under the Insider Trading Sanctions Act of 1984. (SEC v. 
Carl N. Karcher, et al., Civil Action No. 88-02021 ER, Tx, CDCA). (LR-12556)
