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COMMISSION ANNOUNCEMENTS 

TEMPORARY ARRANGEMENTS FOR TRADING OF OPTIONS 

Yesterday, the Commission announced temporary arrangements for trading of options
listed on the Pacific Stock Exchange (PSE) required because of disruptions caused by
yesterday's earthquake in San Francisco. Starting tomorrow morning and continuing
through Friday, under arrangements worked out by the Commission and the options
exchanges, options listed on the PSE will trade temporarily on different options ex
changes around the country. The American New York, and Philadelphia Stock Exchanges,
and the Chicago Board Options Exchange have agreed to list options on their exchange
temporarily and to permit PSE market makers to trade those options on their exchanges.

FOIA APPEAL OF REBECCA E. SWENSON 

The General Counsel sent a letter to Rebecca E. Swenson affirming in part and revers
ing in part the Freedom of Information Act Officer's determination that certain 
responsive records relating to Rule 19c-4, 17 CFR 240.19c-4, should be withheld under 
Exemptions 4,5, and 8 of the FOIA, 5 USC 552(b)(4), (5), and (8). (ReI. FOIA-132) 

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

COMPLAINT NAMES GENESIS CAPITAL CORPORATION, OTHERS 

The Commission filed a Complaint on October 18 in the U.S. District Court for the 
Western District of North Carolina against three registered investment companies,
Genesis Capital Corporation, Venture Capitalists, Inc., and New Ventures Fund, Ltd.;
Venture Finance Corporation and its president and director, John Holmes; and Frederick 
Byrum and Kimberly Ann Smith, respectively current and former officers and directors 
of Venture Capitalists. The Complaint alleges that the corporate defendants violated,
and the individuals violated, and aided and abetted violations of, various provisions
of the Investment Company Act of 1940 (ICA) and rules thereunder, including the regis
tration, registration statement filing, recordkeeping, custodial, fidelity bond,
written code of ethics, election of directors, and reporting provisions. It further 
alleges that Holmes violated various provisions of the ICA in connection with his 
acting or serving as an officer or director of New Ventures, and that Smith engaged
in acts or practices constituting breaches of fiduciary duty involving personal mis
conduct within the meaning of the ICA. 

All defendants except Genesis, without admitting or denying the allegations, consented 
to the Final Judgments of Permanent Injunction. Additionally, Venture Capitalists,
New Ventures, and Venture Finance consented to the appointment of a receiver. (SEC
v , John V. Holmes, et al., USDC WDNC, Civil Action No. C-C-89-0408-P). (LR-12276)
