The Boston Regional Office filed a Complaint on October 13 against Robert D. Mercer-
Falkoff alleging fraud in connection with the offer and sale of the common stock of 
R W Technology, Inc. Mercer was the president and chief executive officer of RW, a 
Connecticut company. The Complaint also alleges that Mercer aided and abetted the 
filing of periodic reports with the Commission that contained misleading statements 
about RW's operations, capabilities, prospects, and profitability. 

Simultaneously, and without admitting or denying its allegations, Mercer consented to 
an Order of Permanent Injunction enjoining him from further violations of the securi
ties laws. (SEC v. Robert D. Mercer-Falkoff, No. N-89-516-ANB). (LR-12279)
