
In the United States, there 
were 11 elementary school 
teachers (except special 
education) for every 1,000 
workers.

In the entire State of Califor-
nia, the number was slightly 
higher with 12 elementary 
school teachers for every 
1,000 workers. 

Within California, the propor-
tion of elementary school 
teachers varied by area.
