The ACS will replace the long form in 2010.

The ACS is conducted using mailed
guestionnaires, telephone interviews, and
visits from Census field representatives.

Questions similar to the Census 2000 long
form, over 60 questions on the survey.

Full implementation beginning in 2005 with 3
million addresses in sample (250,000 per
month).
