INTRODUCTION

This is te first repot issue by the Gensis Bureau focusirg on the fertility patterrs o American
men Earlier sudies an fertility publisheal by the Bureai snce the late 1940 have aly analyzed
dat for women from dther decennifcensuse a fertility supplemert o the Qurrert Population
Survegy (CPS) The® data urces arried on the traditiond view that fertility analyss was keg un-
dertake using women & the aurvey responderst kecaus they were kelieved to be nmore accurate
reportes d vital evens than were men and becaus they were nore drectly involved in childbear-
ing. In the pag decade however increasig interes in gudying issus d child suppot and paternity
has aeata a cemanl for fertility data related to men.

The data in this pape are from the fertility history module d the Survey of Inconme and Program
Participation (SIPP conducte in Summe 1992 The SPP is the Gensis Bureaus principd survey
for investigatilg the economt conditiors and program participatian of the ppulation About
20,0® occupial housirg units were digible for interviews in this panel Fertility questiors were
askel of females 15 yeas dd and over and of males 18 yeass dd and over resultirg in a &ampk sze
of 19,204 women and 16,777 men While informatian on the kirth dates d children born to women
were ollecta for ther first and lad births, the anly fertility question asked of men was @ou the
numbe of children they had ever fathered.

This pape first examines the quality of the fertility data anong men end women and the charac-
teristics d the men who dd not respoml to he question on fertility. Fertility differences anorg men
will be examinal by various cioeconont characteristicsincluding characteristis d the wives o
currenty married men and the immigran gatus d the respondents This latter analyss is made pos-
sible by the inclusia in the survey of a migration history module which asked the gate a country of
birth o responderst 15 yeas dd and over. Responderstbom in a reign countly were dso asked
abou ther ditizenshp datus and when they came b the United Sates o day.

Developmentof M ale Fertilit y Surveys

The traditiond sources d fertility data an Censis Bureau Qurveys were the une sipplement o
the Qurrert Population Survey (CPS) which have been historically limited to women At the re-
ques of the Nationd Institute for Child Health and Human Developmeh(NICHD), the lune 1980
CPS included questiors © men 15 to 75 yeas dd who were widowed separateddivorced o who
were alrrently in a ®cord o late marriage if they had any children unde 18 yeas dd living dse-
where from a pevious marriage A comparisa o thee line 1980 estimates & men with women
who said they were living with children from a pevious marriage from the April 1979 child support
supplemento the CPS reveal@l gross uinder-reportig o paterniyy by males an the ine Supplement.
Cherlin ¢ d. (1983 p.389 concludel from an analysk d this survey that dthough gudies d both
men and women ae cesirabé in principle, “... investigatas who wish to dotain continuing informa-
tion from large rationd samples o the extert of child suppot might be kette advised to use their
scare resource b carty out high-quality surveys d women”.

Sine ae d the grincipd reasos for collecting paternily informatian is © investigag issus d child
suppot and living arangemers d children in a dsrupted marriage this e dsappointmehcreated
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an dbstace for any furthe attemps © ollect male fertility data in the GPS?! In addition, an analysis
of marriage and dvorce from the same dune 1980 CPS by McCartly et d. (1989 dso concluded
tha there wes a gvee under-reportig o marriage and dvorce cata by men Furthe atemps a
collecting maritd history data an men from CPS were dscontinuel dter the 1980 aurvey.

Despit the® datisticd failures the ceman for informatian concerniry the fertility and child sup-
port responsibilitis d men continuousy grew. Reasos for this cemar gem from the geady in-
creass in aut-of-wedlod childbearing the dssolutin of families and the developmehand growth
of public assistane prograns requiring the establishmenof paterni for determinirg child support
payments It was ceterminel tha snce the Survey of Income and Program Participation was aeated
in a krge mart to provide mlicy relevar information to Federd Agencies concernd with the well-
beirng of the American family, anothe attemp would be made & asking men how mary children
they had ever fathered.

DATA QUALITY

Data reliability issus regardiny the under-reportig o births by men and the socioeconont and
demographi characteristis o the men who dd not responl to fertility question ae examined in this
section This is followed by a @mpariso o fertility data betwee men and women to evaluae te
relative merits d asking the question of each especialy in a married-coupd family.

NonresponseRates

Before examinirg nonrespons rates m fertility for men in detail, it is worth noting the dffer-
ence ketwean male and femak ronrespons patterrs and levek table 1). Overall, the percen of
men who dd not respordl to he cildren ever bormn question was 83 percent dightly higher than the
nonrespors rate for women (6.9 percen) 2. The ronrespons rate for men unde 25 yeas d age
was aou 12 percert comparel to 10 gercen for women in thee sane age goups At ages D and
over, differences in nonrespons rates ketwea men and women were generaly within one a two
percentag points and varied between 6 and 8 percert for men compare with 5 and 7 percen
for women.

What are the characteristis d the men who dd not repot on he rumbe of babies bkeing fa-
theral by them? Table 2 ©iows the cioeconont and demograptt characteristis d men who dd
nat repot on fertility. In 1992 out of 16,777 men interviewel in the SPR, 1,393 men dd not an-
swe the question an the rumbe of children they had fathered Only abou 6.4 percer of ever-mar-
ried men dd not repot on teir fertility compare to 14.3 percen amorg never-marriel men (figure
1). In genera) higher nonrespons rates were recordel for never-marriel men for age goups 20
yeas and over. This patten o highe nonrespons rates anorg never-marrie men was \erty consis-
tert acros nmog socioeconond groups.

Hgure 2 ©iows tha nonrespons rates were dso higher anorg Black men (128 percent) Hispan-
ic men (10.7 percen} and Asian and Pacific Islande men (9.7 percen} than anorg White rren (7.8
percent) The hgher overal nonrespons rates for Black men was partly explained by the relatively
highe proportion of Blacks who were reva married (Table 2. Amorg never-marrie men howev-
er, Black-White dfferences in nonrespons rates were mnimal (16 vs. 14 percent) comparel to df-
ference reportel by married men (11 vs. 6 percent).

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As with the ttd population never-marriel men had higher non-respons rates than ever-married
men regardles d race a Hispant arigin. The levd of nonrespons rates is an importarn point to
conside when atemptirg to make comparabg estimates anorg dfferent socioeconont groups m
the rumbe of never-marrie men having children aut-of-wedlod or potentially subjed to child sup-
port requirements.

The ronrespons rates were lower among White men (6.3 percen} and Black men (8.4 percent)
who had completel 1 @ more yeas d college than ther counterpars with fewe yeas d school
complete (figure 3.

Basel on response d childbearirg by men in the survey, 66 percen of men 18 yeas dd and
ove reportel having & leas one dild fatherel by them (table 1): 15 percen said they had one
child, 24 percen had two dhildren, 14 percett reporta 3 dildren and 13 percen said they had fa-
theral 4 a more children 3. The average rumbe of children ever bom to dl men 18 yeass and over
was 1,710 children per 1,000 men (table 3A).

Assumimy that fathes ae typically a few yeas dder than the nothes d their children compari-
sors d distributiors d children ever bom and averag rates d children ever bom betwea men and
women in daggere age goups ae fiown in abke 1 and figure 5 The mean age d currently mar-
ried men amorg married-coup families in the SPP aurvey in 1992 was 47 4 years abou 3 years
older than ther wives Looking & age goups d men 5 yeas dder than tha of women we e fair-
ly close parity distributiors d children ever bom betwee men and women (table J).

For example amorg 20-to-24 yea old women 66 percent were cildless 21 percen of them had
one dnild, 10 percer had two children and 4 percen had 3 a more dildren comparel to 59 percent,
20 percent 15 percert and 6 percent respectivelyfor men 25 to 29 yeas dd. The® parity differ-
ence in fertility are generaly within a fw percentag points for persors within the grincipd child-
bearirg years.

For men 40 to 44 yeass dd, 19 percen were dildless 16 percen had ane dhild, 37 percen had
two children 17 percer had 3 dildren and 11 percert had 4 @ more children women 35 to 39

Differencesin Fertilit y by Marital Status

Approximatey 75 percen of men and 80 percert of women 18 years dd and over in 1992 had
been married & leas once Reportel levek d childbearirg were very dose betwee married men
and women ever-marriel men reportel an aerag d 2.2 dhildren each comparel to 2.3 children per
woman (Figure 6).

Fertility was higher amorg Black married men with 26 children each then it was for White men
and Asian and Pacific Islande men with 22 children each (table 3). Smilarly, fertility rates were
alo highe for ever-marriel Black women than for White women o Asien and Pacific Islander
women Amorg both men and women Hispanis hed higher levek d children ever bom than
amorg non-Hispanics.

Fertility rates were generaly lowe amorg ever-marriel men who have hed 1 a more yeas o
college were enployead in white ollar jobs who lived in the Northeasand in metropolitan areas,
and who reportel family incomes d $4,50 o more per month (table 3B). Again the® same mat-
terrs d differences were dso evidert anorg ever-marriel women Apparently for purposs d de-
tecting bastc cioeconont dfferences in fertility, asking men aou the rumbe of children they
hal ever fatherel will yield the analyd with not much more informatian than if a survey was taken
with the raditiond “femak anly” universe This is kasically the ame @nclusia tha Bachrabt &
al. (1992 reachd in their analyss d data from the Nationd Survey of Families and Households.

However a \ety different picture energes when one datemps o use fertility data for never-mar-
ried men While patterrs d differences in fertility rates for never-marrie men ae smilar to tha of
never-marrid women (e.g Blacks higher than Whites not high schod graduats righer than those
with 1 @ more yeas d college) the average rumbe of children ever bom per never-married
woman was aou 0.3 births Hgher then it was for a rever-marrie men (table 3C). For persors in
ther thirties reportel levek d fertility were ébout 0.5 children highe for women than for men.
Overal differences ae even large betwee never-marrie Black men and women then their ever-
married counterparts never-marriel Black women reportel having an aerag d 1.2 hirths each

while rever-marrie Black men reportal an aerage d 0.5 dhildren (figure 7).

O course not dl births © never-marrie women were fatherel by rever-marriel men (and vice
versg 0 ane would not exped an exad agreemenin childbearirg levels It is dso possibe tha a
significart numbe of hirths o never-married women may have been fathere by married men who
cho ot to revea this informatian in the survey In adition, births  never-married women may
hawe dso been fatherel by men who themselve were sngle & the ime d child's krth but who aub-
sequentl married someore adher than their child’s mothe by the ime o the survey.
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However becaus d the Hgh non-reportiny rates anorg never-marriel men (14 percent)
compare to ever-marriel men (6 percent table 2 and the fad that not dl men may be avare o the
fact that they have fatherel a dild, the levd of fertility reportel by rever-marrie men should be
treatel with caution and should be @mnsiderd les reliable than data reportel by women.

The dose agreemehbetwea men and women in married-coup families is tndoubtedy due ©
more cnsistemh reportirg o births in wedlok amorg husband ad wives and the fad that wives as
househal respondentsften repot the informatian for their husband themselvesthus insuring
consisteng in reportirg patterrs figure 6.

Childlessness

In 1992, 34 percen of men 18 yeass dd and over were dildless omparel to 26 percer for
women (table 3A). Reportel rates d childlessnes were mnsistenty higher amorg men than
women regardles d race a ethnic arigin and in dl regiors d the ountry Male-femat dfferences
in levek d childlessnes terd to dminish with age © only 1 a 2 percentag points by age 40 &
both men and women rea the end o their childbearirg years.

Marrie d Persons

Overall 15 percernt of ever-marriel men and 14 gercent of ever-marriel women reportel being
childles in 1992 Ever-marriel women 40 to 44 years dd who have dmog completel ther child-
bearirg period reportel levek d childlessnes d 11 percen not different from the 12 percen re-
ported by tha of men in the same age {able 3B). Consisteng in dhildlessnes levek was dso noted
betwea men and women in the aye goups over 45 yeas dd.

Amorg ever-marrie men childlessnes increasd with higher levek d education For example,
20 percen of ever-marrie men with 4 a more yeas d college education were dildless whereas
only 12 rercen with less than a high schod education were dildless Childlessnes was dso high-
ed amorg those who worked dl or some weels in the nonth prior to the survey (16 percent)
compare to 13 ercen who had no job lag month Little variation in levek d childlessnes was
reportel by men on a egiond bass dthough men living in centrd cities ndel to have higher rates
of childlessnes than men living in suburban or nonmetropolita aeas This may be partly explained
by the fad tha men living in centrd cities ae younge than men living in ather areas 41 percen of
men living in centrd cites were inde 35 yeass dd comparel to 37 and 30 percen of men living in
suburba and nonmetropolita aeas respectively.

Never-Married Men

Amorg never-marrie men 18 yeas dd and over in 1992 90 percer reportel that they were
childless mmparel to 77 percen of never-married women Men reportel uniformly higher levek o
childlessnes than dd women for virtually dl of the population groups $rown in table 3. Large
male-femad dscrepancis in childlessnes anorg never-marrie men and women were roted more
for Blacks than for Whites for non-high schod graduats than persors with 4 a more yeas d col-
lege aeucation for the jobles than the enployed and for persors with family incomes d les than
$1,5@® per month than for those whose nonthly incorre was $4,50 and over.

Differences in levek d childlessnes by region betwea men and women were gill large but
were nore wiform, rangirg from 12 to 16 percent Differences in childlessnes ketwea men and
women were higher amorg resident d centrd cities (18 percenj than anorng men and women liv-
ing in suburban aeas B percent) Suburban aeas have poportionatey more White rouseholds,
which & we have previously shown produce nore nsistehreportirg o fertility data betwean men
and women.

Thes variatiors in male-femaé dfferences roted amorg dfferent socioeconont groups dso
suggesthat in adition to an overal under-reportig of the rumbe of children ever bom by rever-
married men there ists a #conday bias in tha those rever-marrie men mog likely to have fa-
therad children aut-of-wedlodk were dso those nog likely not respoml to he fertility questian on
the SPP.
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Married-Couple Families and Fertility

The survey provided fertility informatian for an estimatel 51 million men 18 years dd and over
who were husband living in married-coup families in 1992 Fewe than 3 percent (1.4 million)
were inde 25 years 21 percert were 5 to 34 yeas dd, 26 percen were 3 to 44 years dd and 50
percenwere 46 years dd and over (table 4A).

The fertility for married White and Asian and Pacific Islande men was dou 2.2 births
compare to 25 hirths for Black men and 2.6 hirths for American Indian Eskimo and Aleut men.
Overall extremel dose agreemehwas fourd in the average rumbe of children ever born reported
by dl husband 2,24 hirths per 1,000 and wives 2,248 hirths per 1,000) Differences in fertility
rates between husband ad wives by race were ninimal (tables 4A and 4B).

8.1 million were men and 9.6 million were women Abou 65 percen of foreign-bon men and 60
percen of women were in the grincipd childbearirg ages inde 45 yeas o age Overall, foreign-
bom men hed abou 1.9 dhildren each (figure 12). Amorg major geographichregions the highest
male fertility rates were anorg men born in Latin America 2.2 children each with men bom in
Mexico reportirg fertility rates d 2.3 children each.

Consideral®# variation existed in fertility rates d men from Asia & dildren ever bomn rates
rangel from & low as 10 dchildren each anorg men from Japan to 21 children each anorg men
from the Fhilippines figure 13).

Overall, foreign-bon men 45 yeas and over averagel 3 dhildren each Men bom in Mexico had
abou 5 dhildren each comparel with 4 dildren for women in the same aje goup (table 7).

The average rumbe of children ever bom for foreign-bon women was dightly higher (2.1) than
tha of foreign-bon men (1.9 births). Women bom in the Fhilippines and Mexico experience high
fertility rates (@ lea$ 25 cildren per woman) Below replacemenfertility rates (unde 2 children
pe womar) was evidert anong women bom in Asian countries such & India, China Japar and
Korea (1.4 children). Overall, sbout 32 percen of foreign-bon men were dildless omparel to 24
percen for women.
