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8463E-1 Definitions. Asused in this chapter:

"Board" means board of medical examiners.

"Department” means department of commerce and consumer affairs.

"Foot appliance’ means any artificid apparatus used as a replacement for, an addition to, or in
the treatment of the human foot whether it is medicdl, surgica, mechanicd, manipulative, or eectricd in
nature.

"Podiaric medicine’ means the medica, surgicd, mechanicd, manipulative, and dectrica
diagnogs and trestment of the human foot, maleoli, and soft tissues about the ankle, except for ankle
fractures, including the nonsurgicd trestment of the muscles and tendons of the leg governing the
functions of the foot, but does not include any amputation, except for digital amputation, treatment of
systemic conditions, or the use of any anesthetic except locd anesthetic.

"Podiatrist” means a person in the professiona practice of podiatric medicine.

8463E-2 Licenserequired. Except as otherwise provided by law, no person shdl practice,
offer to practice, advertise, or announce onesdf, either publicly or privately, as prepared or qualified to
practice podiatric medicine either gratuitoudy or for pay, or use any Sgn or advertisement or otherwise
use the title "podiatrist”, "D.P.M." or "doctor of podiatric medicing’, "foot specidist”, or any other term
or terms indicating or implying that the person 5
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practicing podiatric medicine, without having a vaid unrevoked license obtained from the board of
medica examiners, as prescribed in this chapter.



8463E-3 Qualification for examination. No person shdl be licensed to practice podiatric
medicine unless the applicant has passed the examinations described in section 463E-4 and has been
found to be possessed of the necessary qualifications as required by the board.

Before any gpplicant shdl be digible for the examinations, the gpplicant shal furnish satisfactory

proof to the board that:

@ The gpplicant is a graduate in podiatric medicine of a college approved by the Council
on Podiatric Medicd Education of the American Podiatric Medica Association and by
the board of medicd examiners,

2 The gpplicant has taken and satisfactorily completed in a college, a resdence course of
professond indruction in podiatric medicine, which has been gpproved by the board,
and

3 The gpplicant is of demonstrated competence and professiona knowledge.

8463E-4 Examinations. (8) The board shal require each applicant to furnish satisfactory
evidence that the applicant has passed written examinations covering basic sciences, clinica sciences,
and clinica competency as administered by the Nationad Board of Podiatric Medicd Examiners or its
SUCCESSOr organization.

(b) The examindions shdl be hed in Honolulu twice a year a a time and day which is
convenient for the board.

(© The examinations shdl be secured from and corrected by the Nationd Board of
Podiatric Medica Examiners or its successor organization.

8463E-5 Fees; expenses. (@ No goplicant shdl be examined under this chapter until the
gpplicant has paid to the board gpplication, examination, and license fees. The board may provide
separate fees for licensure by endorsement and for limited and temporary licenses.

(b) Every person holding alicense under this chapter shdl renew the license with the board
no later than January 31 of each even-numbered year, pay a renewd fee, and comply with the
continuing educeation requirements provided in rules adopted by the board.

(© To determine compliance, the board may conduct a random audit. A licensee sdlected
for audit shal be natified by the board. Within sixty days of notification, the licensee shdl provide to the
board documentation to verify compliance with the continuing education requirements.

(d) Failure to renew, pay the renewd fee, and in the case of audited licensees, provide
documentation of compliance shdl conditute a forfeiture of the license, which may be restored only
upon the submission of written application therefor, payment to the board of a restoration fee, and in the
case of audited licensees, documentation of compliance.

(e A license that has been forfeited for one renewd term shdl be automaticaly terminated
and cannot be restored, and anew gpplication for licensure shal be required.

8463E-6 Revocation, suspension, or denial of license; sanctions. (& Any license to
practice podiatric medicine may be revoked or suspended by the board of medica examiners a any



time in a proceeding before the board, or may be denied, for any one or more of the following acts or
conditions on the part of the holder of the license or the applicant therefor:

Employing what is popularly known as a " capper” or "seerer”;

Obtaining any fee on the assurance that a manifestly incurable disease can be
permanently cured;

Wilfully betraying a professond secret;

Advertisng one's podiatrist business with any untruthful and improbable statement;

Fase or fraudulent advertisng;

Procuring a license through fraud, misrepresentation, or deceit, or knowingly permitting
an unlicensed person to perform activities requiring alicense;

Violation of section 453-2;

Professond misconduct or gross negligence or manifest incapacity in the practice of
podiatric medicine;

Engaging in the practice of podiatric medicine other than as defined in section 463E-1,;
Being habituated to the excessve use of drugs or acohol; or being addicted to,
dependent on, or a habitua user of a narcotic, barbiturate, anphetamine, hallucinogen,
or other drug having smilar effect;

Practicing medicine while the ability to practice is impaired by dcohoal, drugs, physicd
disability, or mentd ingtability;

Incompetence or multiple indances of negligence, induding, but not limited to, the
congstent use of medica service which isingppropriate or unnecessary;

Revocation, suspension, or other disciplinary action by another state or federd agency
of alicense or practice privilege for reasons as provided in this section,

Conviction, whether by nolo contendere or otherwise, of a pena offense substantialy
related to the qudifications, functions, or duties of a podiatrist, notwithstanding any
datutory provision to the contrary;

Violation of chapter 329, uniform controlled substances act, or any rule adopted
thereunder;

Falure to report to the board, in writing, any disciplinary action taken againg the
licensee in another jurisdiction within thirty days after the disciplinary action becomes
find; or

Submitting to or filing with the board any notice, satement, or other document required
under this chapter, which is false or untrue or contains any materid misstatement or
omission of fact.

In addition to or in lieu of revoking or suspending a license to practice podiatric

medicine, the board may impose one or more of the following actions:

Place the licensee on probation, including such conditions of probation as requiring
observation of the licensee by an gppropriate group or society of licensed podiatrigts,
Limit the license by redtricting the field of practice in which the licensee may engage;

Fine the licensee, including assessment againg the licensee of the cost of the disciplinary
proceedings. Any fine imposed by the board shall be no less than $500 and no more
than $5,000 for each violation, exclusive of the cogts of the disciplinary proceedings; or
Require further education or training or require proof of performance competency.



(© If disciplinary action related to the practice of podiatric medicine taken agang the
goplicant in any jurisdiction that would condtitute a violation of this section, or if the gpplicant reveds a
physca or mentd condition that would conditute a violation under this section, then the board may
impose one or more of the following requirements as a condition of licensure:

Q) Physcd and mentd evauation of the applicant by alicensed physician approved by the

board;

2 Probation, including such conditions of probation as requiring observetion of the

licensee by an appropriate group or society of licensed podiatrists;

3 Limitation of the license by redtricting the field of practice in which the licensee may

engage;

4 Further educetion or training or proof of performance competency; and

) Limitation of the podiatric practice of the licensee in any reasonable manner to assure

the safety and wefare of the consuming public.

[8463E-6.5] Reporting requirements. (a) Every podiatrist licensed pursuant to this chapter
who does not possess professiona liahility insurance shdl report any settlement or arbitration award of
aclam or action for damages for death or persond injury caused by negligence, error, or omisson in
practice, or the unauthorized rendering of professond services. The report shdl be submitted to the
department of commerce and consumer affairs within thirty days after any written settlement agreement
has been reduced to writing and sgned by dl the parties thereto or thirty days after service of the
arbitration award on the parties.

(b) Falure of a podiatrist to comply with the provisons of this section is an offense
punishable by afine of not less than $100 for the first offense, $250 to $500 for the second offense, and
$500 to $1,000 for subsequent offenses.

(© The clerks of the respective courts of this State shdl report to the department any
judgment or other determination of the court which adjudges or finds that a podiatrist is liable crimindly
or civilly for any deeth or persond injury caused by the podiatrist's professond negligence, error, or
omission in the practice of the podiatrist's profession, or rendering of unauthorized professond services.

The report shdl be submitted to the department within ten days after the judgment is entered by the
court.

(d) The department shal prescribe forms for the submisson of reports required by this
section.

8463E-7 REPEALED.

[8463E-8] Witnesses in such proceeding. In any proceeding related to revocation or
suspension of a license issued under this chapter, the board and each member of the board may
subpoena, adminigter oaths to, and examine witnesses on any relevant matter in the proceeding. The
person whose license is sought in the proceeding to be revoked or suspended shal be entitled to require
the board or any member of the board to subpoena and to administer oaths to any witness or witnesses



who presents evidence relevant in the proceeding, and shal be entitled to examine any such witness and
any other witness in the proceeding. The circuit court of the circuit in which the proceeding is hed may
enforce by proper proceeding the atendance and testimony of witnessesin the proceeding.

[8463E-9] Recalcitrant witnesses, contempt. If any person called before the board as a
witness in any proceeding involving the revocation or suspension of a license, whether under subpoena
or otherwise, except as privileged by law, refuses to answer any question which is relevant to the
proceeding and is put to the person by the board, a member of the board, or the person whose license
is sought to be revoked or suspended in the proceeding, or disobeys any order of the circuit court
relating to the proceeding, the board shdl report the matter in writing to any judge of the circuit court of
the circuit in which the proceeding is held and the person shdl be cited to appear before the circuit
judge to show cause why the person should not be punished for contempt of court.

[8463E-10] Perjury. Any person who wilfully and knowingly mekes under oath any fase
datement in connection with any proceeding before the board shdl be guilty of perjury and shdl be
subject to the pendty prescribed by law for perjury. Whenever the board is satisfied that the witness
has committed perjury in any proceeding before the board, it shdl report the same to the prosecuting
officer of the county in which the perjury took place, who shal prosecute the witness for perjury.

8463E-11 Penalty. Any person who violates this chapter shdl be guilty of a misdemeanor.
Unless otherwise expresdy provided, the remedies or pendties provided by this chapter are cumulative
to each other and to the remedies or pendties available under dl other laws of this State.

[8463E-12] Rules. The board of medicad examiners shal adopt rules in accordance with
chapter 91 for the adminigtration of this chapter.

[8463E-12.5] Delegation of duties. Except for proceedings under section 463E-6 and the
adoption of rules under section 463E-12, the board may delegate its duties under this chapter to a
committee of not less than three podiatrists licensed under this chapter gppointed by the board;
provided that the board shall ratify any action taken by the committee.

8463E-13 REPEALED.
[8463E-14] Discrimination prohibited. No department, office, or agency of the state or

county government, or any subdivision thereof, or any clinic, medicad service, insurance carrier, or any
board administering relief or foundations under the law of the State shdl deny to the recipient or



beneficiary of podiatric aid or services the freedom to choose podiatric care or services which are
within the scope of activities of a podiatrist licensed under this chapter.

[8463E-15] Use of podiatrist; public programs. Whenever medica or surgica services
within the scope of activities of a podiatrist licensed under this chapter are included in any program
financed by public funds or administered by any public agency for ad to the indigent, the aged, the
legdly blind, or any other group or class, the recipient of such aid shal be entitled to choose whether the
sarvices are to be performed by aduly licensed physician or by aduly licensed podiatrist.
