(3) Effective October 1, 2008 the 2007 Oregon
Fire Code (OFC) is amended by the Office of
State Fire Marshal as follows:

(a) Amend Section 102.3 by replacing the
words Fire Code Official with Building
Code Official.

(c) Section 307.1.1. Delete wording that
refers to, offensive or objectionable
smoke or odor emissions, to eliminate a
possible conflict with Oregon Department
of Environmental Quality (ODEQ) rules.

(d) Amend Section 605.10 to delete
references to heating elements and tip
over switch in the Exception.

(e) Amend Section 902.1, Definitions for
Substantial Alterations and Substantial
Damage to correlate with changes to the
2007 Oregon Structural Specialty Code
(OSSQ).

(F) Delete Section 903.2.7.1 to correlate with
changes to the 2007 Oregon Structural
Specialty Code (OSSC).

(g) Amend and renumber Section 903.2.7.2
to correlate with the changes to the 2007
Oregon Structural Specialty Code
(OSSsQ).

(h) Amend Section 1019.2 and Table 1019.2
to correlate with the changes to the 2007
Oregon Structural Specialty Code
(OSSQ).

(i) Add a new Section 1305 to correlate with
the 2007 Oregon Mechanical Specialty
Code (OMSC) for dust collection.

The following code sections have been amended by
the State:

ADMINISTRATION

Amend section 102.3 to change fire code official to
building code official.

102.3 Change of use or occupancy. No change shall be
made in the use or occupancy of any structure that would
place the structure in a different division of the same group or
occupancy or in a different group of occupancies, unless such
structure is made to comply with the requirements of this code
and the International Building Code. Subject to the approval
of the fire—code—official building code official, the use or
occupancy of an existing structure shall be allowed to be
changed and the structure is allowed to be occupied for
purposes in other groups without conforming to all the
requirements of this code and the International Building Code
for those groups, provided the new or proposed use is less
hazardous, based on life and fire risk, than the existing use.

DEFINITIONS

Amend section 202, Group I-4, day care facility and
R-3 to correlate with the OSSC.

Group I-4, day care facility. This group shall include
buildings and structures occupied by persons of any age who
receive custodial care for less than 24 hours by individuals
other than parents or guardians, relatives by blood, marriage or
adoption, and in a place other than the home of the person
cared for. A facility such as the above with six or fewer
persons; or gredp Family Child Care Homes erfamily—child
care-homes (located in a private residence) as defined in ORS
Chapter—657A Section 310.2 of the Oregon_structural
Specialty Code, shall be classified as a Group R-3 or shall
comply with the Residential Code in accordance with Section
101.2. Places of worship during religious functions are not
included.

R-3 Residential occupancies where the occupants are
primarily permanent in nature and not classified as R-
1, R-2, R-4 or I, including:

Buildings that do not contain more than two
dwelling units.

Adult care facilities that provide
accommodations for six or fewer persons of
any age for less than 24 hours.

Child care facilities that provide
accommodations for six or fewer persons of
any age for less than 24 hours.

Congregate care facilities with 16 or fewer
persons.

Adult foster homes as defined in ORS Chapter
443, er-group-and-f Family Child Care

Homes (located in a private residence) as
defined in ORS-Chapter657A Section 310.2
of the Oregon Structural Specialty Code.

Adult foster homes and Family eChild eCare
Home facilities that are within a single-
family heme dwelling are permitted to
comply with the International Residential
Code Oregon Residential specialty Code in
accordance with section 101.2

GENERAL PRECAUTIONS AGAINST
FIRE

Amend section 307.1.1, to clarify when open
burning is prohibited by the fire code.

307.1.1 Prohibited open burning. Open burning that
e offonsi biecti ot ‘

emissions—or— when atmospheric conditions or local
circumstances make such fires hazardous shall be
prohibited.

FIRE PROTECTION SYSTEMS

Amend section 605.10, Exception, to
eliminate the heating element and tip over
switch language.

605.10 Portable, electric space heaters. Portable,
electric space heaters shall comply with Sections
605.10.1 through 605.10.4. The use of portable space
heating devices in Group | and SR occupancies shall
be prohibited.

Exception: Portable space heating devices

may be permitted to be used in non-sleeping staff and

employee areas. Where-the-heating-elements-ofsuch

FIRE PROTECTION SYSTEMS

Amend section 902.1, definition for substantial
alteration and substantial damage.

SUBSTANTIAL ALTERATION. Any alteration where the
total cost of all alterations (including but not limited to
electrical, mechanical, plumbing and structural changes) for a
building or facility within any 12-month period amounts to 48
25 percent or more of the assessed value of the structure
before the alteration occurred. For the purposes of this
chapter, standard building maintenance, residing or reproofing
are not considered as alterations.

SUBSTANTIAL DAMAGE. Any damage of any origin to a
structure whereby the cost of restoring the structure to its
original condition would be equal to or exceeding 40 25
percent of the assessed value of the structure before the
alteration occurred.

Amend Section 903.2.7.2, fire sprinkler
requirements in substantially damaged or
substantially altered existing nonsprinklered
apartment buildings.
