Charles C. Goodwin (G) was appointed keeper on 8 NOV 1878 and died on 18 FEB

Lawrence Distel was appointed keeper on 30 MAR 1883 and resigned on 19 APR
1894.

Charles E. Motley was appointed keeper on 15 APR 1894 and resigned on 31 MAY

Hans J. Hausin was appointed keeper on 1 JUN 1907 still serving in 1915.
