Safety corridors are segments of the state highway
system that have a local three—year average fatal
and serious—injury crash rate that is at or above
110% of the statewide three—year average fatal and
serious—injury crash rate for similar types of
roadways. Safety corridors receive enhanced
enforcement, minor engineering, education, and
emergency medical service enhancements as limited
funds allow.
