Protected Resources has not indicated whether the
seasonal and gear apportionments would need to
be applied at the area TAC level or whether they
could be maintained at the aggregate BSAI level.

“Outside the Model” Considerations

Under status quo NMES accounts seasonal apportionments
at the aggregate BSAI level. This was the context of the
consultation for last Bi-Op.

Under Part I of Amendment 85 Protected Resources agreed
that as long as the aggregate seasonal split was
maintained across all gears, it was not necessary to
apply the seasonal apportionments from the last Bi-Op at
the sector level.

Future action under Part Il of Amendment 85 has the
potential to ensure that catch is spatially distributed to
better reflect biomass distribution.

The allocation issues associated with Part Il of Amendment
85 will be less complex and less contentious if the
seasonal apportionments are maintained at the
aggregate BSAI level.
