On Saturday, October 25, 
final interviews will take place from 10 a.m. – 12 Noon.

on Monday, October 20.  All interviews will take place in the University 
Ballroom, on the first floor of the Riverside Marriott Hotel. (Look for the 
VHP signs while you are at the National Veterans Creative Arts Festival.)
