There were 5,734 work-related fatalities recorded in 2005, a decrease of one-
half percent from the 5,764 fatal work injuries reported for 2004.

The general trend of workplace fatalities since CFOI's inception in 1992 has
been downward. The series high for the fatality census was recorded in 1994
(6,632 fatalities), the series low (5,534 fatalities) in 2002.
