Among major occupation groups, transportation and material moving
occupations recorded the highest number of fatal injuries in 2005, followed by
construction and extraction occupations.

Farming, fishing, and forestry occupations had the highest fatality rate, nearly
8 times the overall rate of 4.0 fatalities per 100,000 workers.
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
