The annual schedule of release dates & times for the following
calendar year is published in September by OMB.

The CPI System does not close an agency performance gap; rather it avoids a performance gap that would occur
if there were no such investment. It continues to provide accurate & timely price statistics to the public,
supporting the BLS mission & the DOL Strategic Goal of a Prepared Workforce: Supply high quality information on
the economy & labor market; & the FEA Support Delivery of Service Business area, under the General
Government line of business & the Central Records & Statistics Management subfunction. As the principal source
of information concerning trends in consumer prices & inflation in the United States, the CPI is one of the Nation's
most important economic indicators. The measure is used extensively for economic analysis & policy formulation
in both the public & private sectors as well as to escalate contract costs among individuals & organizations. The
CPI also has a significant impact on the finances of the Federal Government because it is used to adjust payments
to social security recipients, to federal & military retirees, & for a number of entittement programs such as food
stamps & school lunches. In addition, the CPI is used to adjust individual income tax brackets & personal
exemptions for changes due to inflation.

The system must be maintained so that it functions quickly & reliably. Upgrades are continually performed to keep
up with changes in technology & to use more current data. Furthermore, even though there are no significant
performance gaps, improvements, where feasible, are made to increase operational efficiency & effectiveness.
