SAVE 
processed more than 9 million queries during fiscal year 2007.

 o A uniform rate of $0.50 for each initial electronic query  
 o An additional $0.50 charge for each query requiring additional verification  
 o $2.00 will apply to each manual verification request submitted via the paper-

based G-845 Form  
 • The revision will allow the SAVE Program to:  

 o Recover a greater portion of operating costs  
 o Fund technology upgrades  
 o Provide customers with more tools and resources
