¢ \With a completed GAO study, | will present Congress with evidence to
convince them to stop the FAA plan, if the litigation has not succeeded.

M Fixing local watershed management

Our communities face a serious threat of flooding and environmental
degradation from improper watershed management, such as the disastrous
2004 flood. | am committed to bringing watershed management
organizations and municipalities together to establish a comprehensive
solution. | have already met with watershed management organizations and
the Army Corps of Engineers to pursue a three-step plan:

e The Army Corps has been asked to conduct a Reconnaissance study
to identify the problems regarding water resources in our region;

e A follow-on Feasibility Study would then be conducted to make
recommendations to Congress;

e Congressional funding would be sought for the watershed
management plan through the Water Resources Development Act.



EDUCATION SECURITY:
Greater accountability, early childhood
education, and affordable access to college

M Joined the Committee on Education and Labor, and Subcommittee

on Early Childhood and Secondary Education

H Brought Washington to the district with 3 education summits with
Education Full Committee Chairman George Miller and Subcommittee
Chairmen Ruben Hinojosa and Dale Kildee to discuss early childhood
through college education and workforce training.

M Improving early education and defraying the rising cost of college tuition:

e Expanded Head Start to tens of thousands more children

e Co-sponsored an amendment to award matching grants to states to
improve pre-school programs

e Increased the maximum Pell Grant from $4,050 to $5,400
e Cut student loan interest rates from 6.8% to 3.4%
e Provided $870 million in additional financial aid

B Addressing concerns of No Child Left Behind (NCLB):

¢ Allowing growth models that recognize progress
over time, while permitting more than test scores to
measure student learning and school performance

e Accurate assessment of the performance of students
with disabilities with an additional $555 million for
their education

e $1.6 billion in additional funding for NCLB

HEALTH SECURITY:
Affordable, accessible and quality health care
for every American

M Joined Workforce Subcommittee on Health, and Small Business
Subcommittee on Health Care

H Brought Washington to the district with 3 health care summits to discuss
affordable quality health care, mental health care parity, and Veterans' health care.

H Fought for all uninsured children to have health insurance in the Children’s
Health Insurance Program (CHIP) Act to ensure:

e 4 million more children have health insurance
e Mental health care is treated equally with physical health care
e Comprehensive coverage of dental care

e Congressman Sestak also co-sponsored the “Conquering Childhood Cancer”
Act and the “Childhood Nutrition Promotion” Act

H Expanding access to affordable, quality health care for seniors, veterans,
and working families:

e Supported the CHAMP Act which eliminates payments and co-payments for
preventive services as well as the financial penalty for seniors who
enroll late in Medicare D

e Sponsored a bill to cut costs to Medicare prescription drugs through direct
negotiation by the U.S. government

e Co-sponsored a bill for parity in treatment of mental health

e Expanded federal funding for life-saving embryonic stem cell research

e Supported legislation to extend COBRA health coverage for displaced workers
e Supported increased funding of $650 million for breast cancer treatment

* \Worked to increase funding for disease research, including $29.4 billion for
the National Institutes of Health for research grants

e Supported a $4.4. billion increase over last year in veterans’ medical care
* Provided grants to improve veterans' access to trauma care systems
e Passed legislation to improve mental health care for our wounded soldiers

Making small businesses a top priority in our region

H Brought Washington to the district with 4 economic development
summits with Small Business Chairwoman Velasquez, Appropriations
Chairman Murtha, and Armed Services Chairman Skelton to discuss
economic revitalization, challenges facing female small business owners,
and business procurement opportunities with the federal government.

B Supporting small businesses and creating new jobs:

e Drafted and passed an amendment that stops the U.S. Government from
unfairly “bundling” small contracts, a practice which has kept them out of
reach of small businesses

e Sponsored and passed an amendment that requires the Department of
Defense to conduct a search for small businesses for contracts over
$1 million

e Enacted tax relief for small businesses and expanded access to
start-up capital

e Drafted and passed the SBA Trade Programs Act to provide trade
assistance to small businesses

e Drafted and passed the SBA Entrepreneurial Development Programs Act
to provide grants and entrepreneurial tools to small business owners

e Co-sponsored the Veterans’ Programs Act requiring the SBA to increase
veteran outreach

e Co-sponsored the Women’s Business Programs Act to provide financial
assistance to women-owned businesses

DEFENSE SECURITY:

Promoting a redeployment of troops from Iraq -
while ensuring peace and prosperity at home
and abroad

M Joined Armed Services Committee and Subcommittees on Seapower;
Air and Land Forces; and Oversight

H Addressing the Iraq Crisis through legislation for redeployment:
e \/oted for a date certain for redeploying out of Iraq
e Visited Irag with Senator Chuck Hagel to assess a “way ahead”

e Submitted legislation for a bipartisan approach to ending the war in
Iraq by a deliberate redeployment and a regional diplomatic approach
that protects our troops and leaves a stable Iraq

M Protecting the troops bravely serving our nation, keeping America’s
promise to our Veterans:

e Provided $1.2 billion for personal body armor and $4.1 billion for
Mine Resistant Ambush Protected Vehicles, which will reduce the
casualties in vehicles by as much as 80%

e Provided a 3.5% pay raise for all service members

e Increased funding for homeland
security to $33.7 billion,
supporting first responders and
other security forces on the front
lines against terrorism

e Supported funding for an
additional 50,000 police officers
over the next six years

e Increased Veterans’ program
funding by $12 billion

PROTECTING OUR ENVIRONMENT AND PROMOTING SUSTAINABLE ENERGY SOLUTIONS

M Forging a new direction for energy independence and efficient use

Passed HR 3221, which breaks new ground for energy efficiency while
creating economic growth:

e Utility companies must produce 15% of their electricity through
renewable energy resources by 2020; new efficiency
standards set for appliances, lighting, and buildings; and
greenhouse gas emissions will be (net) eliminated by all
federal agencies by 2050.

* Small businesses in the renewable fuel investment sector will
be given SBA loan guarantees. Congressman Sestak also
included a provision in the bill to authorize grants for small
business centers to provide assistance for investing in
energy-efficient technologies.

e Appropriated increased funds for research into climate
change, sustainable energy sources and alternative fuels,
including: affordable solar energy; biofuels; net-zero energy
use in homes; and geothermal energy.

H Promoting tax incentives for clean energy and conservation

e Authorized $8 billion in new tax-credit bonds to encourage energy
efficiency in residential property, conservation efforts and production of
“clean” energy

e Provided $16.1 billion in tax incentives for energy conservation, which is
paid for by reducing current tax benefits for oil and gas companies,
leading to increased revenue of $7 billion. The incentives are given for
such conservation mechanisms as solar energy and fuel cells, plug-in
hybrid vehicles, energy efficient properties and appliances, and electricity
from renewable sources

B Making energy conservation a top Congressional priority

e Co-sponsored an act that creates fuel economy standard of 35 mpg
by 2018

Congressman Sestak co-sponsored the following key bills now before Congress:

e HR 1590 Safe Climate Act — which reduces greenhouse gases by 2%
each year from 2010-2050

® HR 1576 Open Space/Conservation Tax Deduction —which makes tax
incentives permanent for open space/conservation contributions
