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Laurance joins RAINFOR

Global climate change predictions and greenhouse gas
models desperately need to be tested in the Amazon, home
of 45% of the world’s tropical forest. RAINFOR,
representing nearly fifty researchers from five Amazonian
countries, Europe and the US, is a new effort to monitor
biomass and dynamics of forests across the entire Amazon
river basin. Scientist William F. Laurance, with STRI and its
Biological Dynamics of Forest Fragment Project in Brazil,
(BDFFP) joined RAINFOR, the new Amazon Forest
Inventory Network. RAINFOR is working with data from
three clusters of long-term monitoring plots and is
identifying other understudied areas of the Amazon where work is needed to improve model
predictions. They aim to systematically test a number of hypotheses in different forest types using
consistent methodologies, coordinate on-the-ground monitoring of Amazon forests, and encourage
researchers to adopt common protocols for data collection. More information in Malhi, Y., et al.

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Las predicciones de cambios climaticos globales y los modelos de gases de invernadero necesitan ser
puestos a prueba urgentemente en el Amazonas, hogar del 45% de los bosques tropicales del
mundo. RAINFOR, un grupo de cerca de cincuenta investigadores de cinco pafses amazoénicos,
Europa y los Estados Unidos, es un nuevo esfuerzo para monitorear la biomasa y dinimica de
bosques de la cuenca del Amazonas. William F. Laurance, con STRI y el Proyecto de Dinamica
Biolégica de Fragmentos de Bosques de STRI en Brasil, se unié a RAINFOR, la nueva Red de
Inventarios de Bosques del Amazonas. RAINFOR esta trabajando con informacién de tres grupos
de parcelas monitoreadas a largo plazo y esta identificado areas poco estudiadas del Amazonias
donde es necesario mejorar las predicciones de los modelos. El grupo tiene como objetivos poner a
prueba un numero de hipétesis en diferentes tipos de bosques usando metodologfas consistentes,
coordinar el monitoreo en tierra de bosques del Amazonas, y animar a los investigadores a que
adopten protocoles en comun al almacenar informacién.
