1. Description of the Change: The change is to pull and or
drive steel sheetpile to effect flood protection to elevation

11.5 NGVD. The change will close two gaps totalling 120 linear
feet of openings.

2. Necessity for the Change: The change is necessary to protect
the area from a possible severe storm that is entering the Gulf
of Mexico and has the potential of flooding the city.

3. Date and need for the change first become known: July 31,
1995.

4. Consequence if the work is not commenced timely: Should the
storm hit Lake Pontchartrain, the gaps would be overtopped,
causing millions of dollars in damage.
