review and update

Part of a school’s reporting requirements

— Once you submit the I-17 update, you will receive a
request for the required documentation

— Changes of location and campus additions require a
site visit prior to adjudication
— You will receive a request for payment for a site
visit fee

Change of ownership requires a non-
refundable file fee
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Update Reminder

Remember to update the list of DSOs in SEVIS
— Required by regulation — 8 CFR 214.3(1)(2)

— Security concerns associated with former DSOs
having access to SEVIS

— Will help with recertification

Remember to review the contact information in
SEVIS (e-mails, phone numbers)

— Used to contact you
