A.1 Project Summary/Objectives:  The need for this project is maintenance and/or improvement of watershed health as recommended in the watershed analysis by: 

· reduction of  the risks affecting ecosystem sustainability through vegetation manipulation 

· restoration of healthy and sustainable watershed conditions with desired vegetation type and stocking levels 

· reduction of  the risk of catastrophic fire with decreased fuel loads 

· protection and improvement of aquatic and terrestrial habitat with increased riparian vegetation, ecologically stable upland vegetation, and road management 

The purpose and need for this project reflects the direction and goals of and is in accordance with the Land and Resource Management Plan Fremont National Forest (Forest Plan), and other Regional and National direction to:

· Maintain or enhance existing old growth resources (Forest Plan and Regional Forester's Forest Plan Amendment 2); .

· Restore and maintain riparian areas in a condition which enhances riparian dependent resource values (Forest Plan, p. 50).

· Use prescribed fire to meet management objectives in areas where fire has historically played a significant role in ecosystem development (Forest Plan, p. 118).

· Execute a fire protection and fire use program that is cost-efficient and responsive to land and resource management goals and objectives.  Reduce fire management (initial attack) costs by implementing a natural fuels underburning program. (Forest Plan, pp. 101, 118 and supplemental plans).

· Provide forest products (Forest Plan, pp. 52, 57, 145)

The purpose of and needs for the project also agree with the goals of the Lakeview Federal Stewardship Unit, which are to:

· Sustain and restore a healthy, diverse, and resilient forest ecosystem that can accommodate human and natural disturbances.

· Sustain and restore the land’s capacity to absorb, store, and distribute quality water.

· Provide opportunities for people to realize their material, spiritual, and recreational values and relationships with the forest.

This project will also provide an economic return to the local communities.

A.2 Project Location:  The project area is approximately 20 miles south of the town of Paisley, Oregon, near Coffeepot Flat.  It is in the Lakeview Federal Stewardship Unit and is a part of the Bear Creek and Coffeepot Creek sub-watersheds.
A.3 Size of Project Area:  The analysis area covers 84,300 acres.  Of this, approximately 1200 acres are a part of the proposed Kava Stewardship Project.

* The Kava Stewardship Project is within the Lakeview Federal Sustained Yield Unit (LFSYU), where traditional sales of National Forest timber are offered subject to the requirements of the Lakeview Federal Sustained Yield Unit Policy Statement, as amended (2001).  National Forest Timber is offered for competitive sale in the Unit (Lakeview Working Circle) in accordance with Forest Service directives and the provisions of applicable laws and the regulation of the Secretary of Agriculture.  Full and open competition would occur, in so far as the requirements of the Sustained Yield Unit Policy Statement can be met.

The Lakeview Federal Sustained Yield Unit Policy Statement, as amended (2001), requires all timber sold for commercial use from the National Forest System land within the Unit, except as otherwise provided, to be manufactured within (a) the Lakeview community, which is defined as the town of Lakeview and the adjacent area within a radius of six miles of the Lake County Courthouse; or, (b) the Paisley community, which is defined as the town of Paisley and the adjacent area within three miles of the center of town.  The term “manufacture” as used herein is defined as the primary or first stage processing of logs by sawmills, veneer plants and whole log chipping facilities.  Each purchaser of National Forest timber from the Unit is required to further manufacture their lumber products in the Unit to the greatest practical degree (LFSYU Policy Statement, Appendix II C).  In conducting timber harvest activities, related road work, and in Unit manufacturing and further manufacturing operations, local labor and local contractors are to be employed by Unit purchasers in so far as practical.

The Unit was established in recognition of the important interrelationship between the Fremont National Forest and the local communities of Lakeview and Paisley to promote their economic stability.  The revised Unit Policy Statement (01/11/01) recognizes that community economic stability is dependent on a healthy forest, therefore the revised Unit Policy Statement includes goals intended to promote a sustainable forest ecosystem within the Unit Area.  Consistent with all applicable laws, policies, and plans the Forest Service will seek to achieve the following goals within the Unit:

1. Sustain and restore a healthy, diverse, and resilient forest ecosystem that can accommodate human and natural disturbances.

2. Sustain and restore the land’s capacity to absorb, store, and distribute quality water.

3. Provide opportunities for people to realize their material, spiritual, and recreational values and relationships with the forest.

The Kava Stewardship Project is consistent with, and will serve to promote the goals included in the Unit Policy Statement.  Local community needs are a primary objective of the LFSYU Policy and the Stewardship Contracting authorities.  Of particular interest to the local collaborative partners is the opportunity and potential benefit of utilizing a local workforce and local industries to accomplish projects under the stewardship authorities.

Residual receipts (if any) retained would be applied to other stewardship projects.  Potential future stewardship projects on the Paisley Ranger District include further work within the Kava Stewardship Project area.  These stewardship projects include mechanical fuel treatment, prescribed burning, juniper treatment, non-commercial thinning, noxious weed treatments, and meadow/riparian enhancement.

B.2 Collaboration:  Please describe the collaborative process associated with the project.  Scoping, hosting tours of the project area, or FS led group for the project, does not meet the collaboration requirement for stewardship.

A unique collaborative opportunity exists in Lakeview in a group known as the Lakeview Stewardship Group.  This group was formed in 2000 during the process initiated to perform a review of the Lakeview Federal Sustained Yield Unit.  The Lakeview Stewardship Group, an informal collaborative partnership, includes representatives from The Wilderness Society, Defenders of Wildlife, Collins Pine Companies, Sustainable Northwest, Lake County Resources Initiative, Concerned Friends of the Winema, the Paisley/Silver Lake District Ranger and other community stakeholders.  The Paisley/Silver Lake District Ranger has shared the concept of our proposal with the Lakeview Stewardship Group.  The Kava Stewardship Project was the focus of a Lakeview Stewardship Group meeting. The group participated in a field trip to view the project area and discuss opportunities.  The group has agreed to be a collaborative partner with the Forest Service in planning, implementing, and monitoring the Kava Stewardship Project.  The Lakeview Stewardship Group is particularly interested in the opportunity to provide benefits for the local community while achieving desired conditions on the land.  The group has formed two committees to coordinate with the Forest Service on issues related to the project.
Forest and Ranger District staff members have had two meetings on the Kava Stewardship Project with representatives of Collins Pine (Fremont Sawmill).  Collins Pine has indicated their interest in engaging in stewardship contracting on the Kava project.

The Lake County Resources Initiative (LCRI) has worked closely with Forest Service personnel. 

The Southeast Oregon RAC was briefed of the Forest’s interest in stewardship contracting on the Kava Project, and expressed support of going forward with this project as a stewardship project.

Additional collaboration is planned with the Lake County Commissioners, Klamath and Lake County Resource Advisory Group, and the Lake County Community Fire Plan Development Group.

Silviculture Monitoring. 

Monitoring Objectives:

Baseline – did the marking correctly implement the prescription?

baseline plots will include quick plot measurements, tree species, diameter, larger sample of larger size trees, 10 year growth rates on selected trees, fixed plot for surface vegetation only, photos in 4 cardinal directions at each plot to track changes, permanently monument plots for remeasurement. Estimate one plot per 10 acres. Approximately 100 plots. 

3 year measurement: - to monitor and evaluate changes and implemention of understory and perhaps rx burn treatments.. the “3year” timeframe could be extended some if needed to capture completion of these treatments. 

10 year measurement: to evaluate effect of treatment on stand structure, growth rates, vigor, development of surface vegetation. Visual evaluation of fuels structure and any need for followup treatment.
