maintain a significant scenic, recreational,
educational, scientific or natural value of the
region or to maintain public health and
safety within the region (TRPA Compact).




What is the Threshold Evaluation?

s [RPA Resolution No. 82-11

= Numerical Standards

s Numerical expression of environmental condition necessary to
maintain a significant value of the region.

= Management Standards
m Regulatory strategies that ensure significant values are protected.

= Policy Statements

m Provided TRPA staff with planning guidance for current Regional
Plan content.

= Established 5 year review schedule
