EURASIAN WATERMILFOIL and CURLYLEAF PONDWEED

grow in thick mats in marinas, clogging motors and
making swimming dangerous.

Plant fragments left on boats can regenerate into
new plants.

ZEBRA/QUAGGA MUSSELS increase drag on the hull,
jam steerage, and clog intake pipes. They are the
size of a fingernail and larvae are invisible in bilge
water.

ZEBRA/QUAGGA MUSSELS cause structural damage to
piers and docks.

ZEBRA/QUAGGA MUSSELS can survive thirty days out
of water in the Tahoe Basin due to low humidity.
