SUBJECT : WSALVAGE SCOUTS" WANTED

AUTHORITY: OFFICE OF WAR INFORMATION - WAR PRODUCTION BOARD

Every Southern California resident has been asked to enlist as
a voluntary "Salvapge Scout" in the nation-wide search for scrap metal
sources in abandoned mines, faectories or equipment, according to dis-
patches received September 28th by the area War Production Board from
regional executives.

The quest for "Salvage Socouts" among residents of Southland
oamunities was launched by the Conservetion Division of the War Pro-
duction Board as part of a national campaign asking citizens to search
out and report idle iron and steel struétures and any large amounts of
abandoned  machinery or metal equipment, wherever they exist,

Emphasizing the special projects in conservation that will high=
1light the volunteer "Salvage Scouts," Lessing J. Rosenwnld, Direotor of
the WPB!s Conservation Division in Washington, D.C., had this to says:

“Often we find a supgestion to the owner all that is necessary to
start the metal moving to the mills, However, there may be need for
public financing because the cost of removing the metal is often above
its maximum selling price as sorap.

"“We have a department known as the speocial projects section,
whose specific job is to deal with all situations of this sort. Any
person who knows of idle métal in any form is requestéd to send informa-
tion concerning the nature, location, and if possible, the ownership
of such equipment, to the Conservation Division at the War Production
Roard office in Los #ngeles."

How much and how well the American people will eat in 1943 is
largely up to themn,

Military and other war demands have cut canned fruits and
regetadles for civilians to less than half, as reflected in the newly
announced point retioning shares, This saortage will drive more house-—
wives to compete for fresh foods and possibly make these also harder to
find, But, OWI added, there are at least two things civilians can do
about it

15 Join the U. S, Crop corps and work on farms, gither full or
part—-tine to grow and harvest more food.

21 Grow a Victory Garden on the fara or ia the yard or vacant lot.

A crop corps of 3,500,000 volunteers is needed to take paid jous,
on the farms, beceuse illions of farm workers have left to join the
araed forces or take Jjobs in industry. The Corps will iaclude city wmen
and women and high school boys and girls wio are willing to devote soue
of their tine to fara work,

Victory Garden plans are already swinging into action all over the

country. OCivic organizations, puolishers, defense councils, and other
groups are sponsoring drives,

a Victory Garden campalign.
