Section 508

The final rule for Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act was issued on

December 21, 2000, in the Federal Register. Section 508 requires that Electronic

and Information Technology (EIT) developed, procured, maintained, or used by

the Federal Government be accessible to people with disabilities (PPD
ALERT 2001-003).

Now That a Final Rule Has Been Issued, Does It Immediately I mpact
Federal EIT Acquisitions?

No, it does not. On January 22, 2001, the proposed rule for the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR), EIT
Accessibility was published in the Federal Register. The proposed rule would amend the FAR to comply with the
Section 508 final rule. Written comments regarding the proposed FAR rule are being submitted to the General
Services Administration. Therefore, Federal agencies cannot take action until the fina FAR rule isissued.
