['his recommendation is based on the following factors:
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People working in the above listed areas of the General Atomics facility in La Jolla,
California were exposed to radiation from uranium, thorium, plutonium, and other
radioactive materials while performing tasks for the Atomic Energy Commission. In
reviewing the available monitoring and other data for these operations, NIOSH found that it
did not have access to sufficient information, including personnel dosimetry, workplace
monitoring data, or sufficient process and radiological source information, that would allow
it to estimate with sufficient accuracy the internal radiation doses from thorium and some
other radionuclide exposures for General Atomic employees for the time period January 1,
1960 through December 31, 1969. The Board concurs with this determination.

NIOSH determined that health may have been endangered for the workers exposed to
radiation in the above listed areas of the General Atomics facility in La Jolla, California
within the time period in question. The Board concurs with this determination.

Enclosed is supporting documentation from the recent Advisory Board Meeting held in Naperville,
Illinois and from the Board meeting by conference call on January 11, 2007 where this special
exposure cohort was discussed. If any of these items are unavailable at this time, they will follow

shortly.
