I. BACKGROUND 

Cervica l  cancer cont inues to be a major  hea l th  problem in t h e  United States. 
Invasive cerv ica l  ca rc inoma  and ca rc inoma  in s i tu  represent  3% and 11% 
respect ively of a l l  c a n c e r s  diagnosed in women. In t h e  pas t ,  it had been suggested 
t h a t  th i s  neoplasm and its pu ta t ive  precursor ,  cerv ica l  dysplasia, may  be assoc ia ted  
with viral  infect ions of t h e  cervix. gecen t ly ,  a number of labora tory  invest igat ions 
have  more  strongly associated human papillomaviruses (HPVs) with cervical 
dysplasia and carcinoma. 'Che presence  of hPV DNA has  been demonst ra ted  in both  
cerv ica l  carc inomas  and dysplasias. In one  study, 70-90% of cerv ica l  t umors  
contained DNA f rom e i the r  HPV types  16 or 18. In addition, mild dysplasia
appeared  to be associated with t h e  presence  of DNA from HPV types  6 or 11. A 
number of established ce rv ica l  tumor  ce l l  lines, e.g., HeLa, have  also been  
examined  and found to possess DNA segmen t s  of HPV t y p e  18. HPV ant igens  and 
cytological  markers  have  also been  de tec t ed  in a large pe rcen tage  of dysplasias 
examined. 

To  f i rmly establ ish a viral  etiology for  cerv ica l  ca rc inoma  and/or  dysplasia,  a s tudy 
of t h e  pu ta t ive  progression of pr imary  geni ta l  papillomavirus infect ion to dysplasia 
and carcinorpa is needed. L i t t l e  is known about  t h e  t empora l  re la t ionships  or 
physiologicaI mechanisms involved in such a progression. In order  to ca r ry  out a 
study of t h e  progression, more  information is needed about  t h e  basic mechanisms of 
virus  transmission, infection, repl icat ion and oncogenic t ransformation.
