your staff requested that this deadline be extended until September 2,2008. 'We 
agreed to this

new deadline. Now, two weeks after that extended deadline, the Corps of Engineers still has not
provided the Committees with the responsive documents. I therefore request that you provide
complete, unredacted copies of the responsive documents no later than close of business on
September 17,2008. If you do not provide the documents by this date, you may be compelled to
bring the documents to the Committee when you appear to testify.

The Committee on Oversight and Government Reform is the principal oversight
committee in the House of Representatives and has broad oversight jurisdiction as set forth in
House Rule X. Information for witnesses appearing before the Committee is contained in the
enclosed V/itness Information Sheet.
