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T
his case was a class action lawsuit
brought in 1972 by the parents of
African-American children alleging

that the Boston School Committee
violated the 14th Amendment of the U.S.
Constitution by a deliberate policy of
racial segregation. Judge W. Arthur
Garrity, Jr. issued the opinion on June 21,
1974 in which he found that the Boston
School Committee had intentionally
carried out a program of segregation in
the Boston public schools. The ruling,
upheld unanimously by the U.S. Court
of Appeals for the First Circuit, ordered
the School Committee to formulate a
permanent school desegregation plan
that addressed student assignment,
teacher employment, and facility
improvement procedures, as well as
the use of busing on a citywide basis.
By January 1975, the School
Committee had failed to present an
adequate plan to the court. As a
result, the court assumed an active
role in the formulation of the
desegregation plan and oversaw
implementation of court-ordered
desegregation in the Boston public
schools. In 1994, the court issued
its final judgment, permanently
prohibiting the School Committee
from practicing racial
discrimination in the public
schools.
